Bats don’t usually fly 
into people’s hair. 
They are attracted to 
insects that fly around 
porch lights though!

Bats have good 
eyesight, but they 
use echolocation as a 
powerful additional 
sense to navigate 
and locate prey.

Bats are the primary 
pollinator for mango, 
cacao, and agave. 
Without them we 
wouldn’t have chocolate, 
agave nectar, or tequila!

Many bats roost 
in trees – under 
loose bark or in 
hollows and 
crevices.

Most bats don’t have 
rabies. Out of those
