FROM THE EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR

Dear Wildlife Partners,

On July 1, 2023, the Wildlife Commission began using goout-
doorsnorthcarolina.com, a new online system for purchasing
hunting, fishing and trapping licenses; registering and renewing
vessels; registering big game harvests and more. We are excited
to offer you new services and features, including digital access to
licenses, the Go Outdoors North Carolina mobile app available
for iOS and Android devices and the option to upgrade your
paper license to a collectable hard card.

The Commission continues with its steadfast commitment to pursue ways to increase public
access to the great outdoors, while focusing on conservation practices that provide North
Carolina’s wildlife resources critical habitats needed to flourish. Two recent noteworthy
conservation accomplishments are:

e The acquisition of 2,420 acres added to the Yadkin River Game Land near Tuckertown
Reservoir, an impoundment of the Yadkin River known for its recreational opportunities
and as a vital water resource for North Carolinians. The Wildlife Commission, Three Rivers
Land Trust, The Conservation Fund, Ducks Unlimited and Foundation for the Carolinas
worked together to permanently conserve these game lands for future generations.

e The recent opening of the Worthville Boating Access Area (BAA) in Randolph County, the
250th BAA. With more than 300,000 registered vessels in North Carolina, boating is one
of the state’s most popular activities year-round. The Wildlife Commission works tirelessly
to provide and maintain free boating access for residents and visitors. An interactive map of
these 250 BAAs that offer access to over 100 different bodies of water in North Carolina
can be found at ncwildlife.org/wheretoboat.

But despite our accomplishments, much work is left to be done. Few traditions are as meaning-
ful to North Carolinians as white-tailed deer hunting, which is one reason why we are taking
the detection of Chronic Wasting Disease (CWD) in our state so seriously. North Carolina's
first CWD-positive deer was harvested in Yadkin County during the 2021-22 hunting sea-
son. Last season, Commission staff increased surveillance statewide, more than doubling
the number of samples collected and tested compared to the previous season. At the time
this digest was printed, CWD-positive deer had been found in Cumberland, Stokes, Surry,
Yadkin, and Wilkes counties.

As the geographical range of CWD-positive deer expands, the agency needs deer hunters to
help with the monitoring effort by donating a sample from your harvested deer for testing.
Testing locations are conveniently located across the state and are searchable on an inter-
active map at ncwildlife.org/CWD. It takes several weeks for a sample to be processed after
we receive it, and the test results are made available to the hunter on the agency’s website.

Continued testing is imperative to understanding the spread of CWD and ensuring informed
management decisions for our deer herd, as it is nearly impossible to tell if a deer has CWD by
observation alone. CWD is always fatal, and the ease of transmission, and absence of a vaccine,
treatment or cure make this disease a looming threat to our white-tailed deer population and
deer hunting traditions. As a lifelong deer hunter, born and raised in North Carolina, | want to
assure you that our goal is to preserve our deer herd and the tradition of deer hunting in this
great state, and we need your help. Dispose of your deer carcasses responsibly, and Don't
Give CWD a Ride. We will keep you updated on our progress.

INFORMATION

General Information

The services that the North Carolina Wildlife
Resources Commission provides to the pub-
lic are financed primarily through the sales of
licenses, which include hunting, fishing, trap-
ping, and other licenses. The various types of
licenses sold by the Commission differ with
respect to the activities they authorize, where
and when the activities occur, and where the
license-holder resides. This section provides
some general information about these licenses,
followed by detailed summaries of the various
licenses available, the privileges they autho-
rize, and the associated fees. All licenses are
nontransferable.

Purchasing Licenses

You can purchase a license for immediate use
in four ways as listed below. A $5 transaction
fee will be applied to your total order at time
of purchase. Due to the sensitive nature of the
documentation required, some license items
are only available directly through the Commis-
sion online, by mail, or in person at our Raleigh
Headquarters.

Disabled Licenses

Disabled licenses and permits are available
to North Carolina residents and must be pur-
chased online at gooutdoorsnorthcarolina.com
or in person at the Wildlife Resources Com-
mission headquarters building in Raleigh. The
Commission does not honor disabled licenses or
permits from other states. To learn more about
disabled licenses or to obtain an application,
visit gooutdoorsnorthcarolina.com.

Reciprocal Fishing License
Agreements

A reciprocal fishing license agreement is in ef-
fect between North Carolina and each of the
states listed below. The agreement provides
for the following: All statewide hook-and-line
fishing licenses obtainable from either North
Carolina or the respective state are honored
on certain boundary waters as noted:

Georgia

The agreement with Georgia covers fishing from
boats not anchored to the shore or to a pier or
boat dock connecting to the shore on Chatuge
Reservoir including all tributaries that are acces-
sible by boat from the main body of the reservoir.

Tennessee

The agreement with Tennessee covers the
state-line portion of Slick Rock Creek and
Calderwood Reservoir.

Virginia

The agreement with Virginia covers boat fishing
the Dan River east of the Union Street Dam in
Danville, the Staunton River east of the mouth of
Difficult Creek, and Kerr and Gaston reservoirs
and their tributaries that are accessible by boat.
The agreement also covers that portion of the
New River between the confluence of the North
and South forks of the New River in North Caro-
lina (Alleghany County) and the confluence of the
New and Little rivers in Virginia (Grayson County).

South Carolina

No reciprocal agreements exist between North
Carolina that provide for honoring the other
state’s fishing licenses on any boundary waters.

Wildlife Endowment Fund

The Wildlife Endowment Fund supports North
Carolina’s rich wildlife heritage and conser-
vation programs. Funds from lifetime license
sales are deposited directly into the Wildlife
Endowment Fund and donations can be made
directly to the Fund. For additional information,
visit gooutdoorsnorthcarolina.com.

License Requirements
and Exceptions

License Identification Requirements
To show entitlement to a license issued by the
Wildlife Resources Commission, anyone exercis-
ing the privileges conveyed by the license shall
carry a picture identification card and show it to
any wildlife enforcement officer upon request.
The picture identification card should include
the license-holder’s correct name, address and
date of birth. (A North Carolina Driver License
or Department of Motor Vehicles identification
card is acceptable.)

Residency Definitions

and Requirements

Resident

You are considered a resident if you have re-
sided in the state for six months or have been
domiciled (established a permanent residence)

for 60 days. When residency is used to establish
eligibility, applicants must complete a Certificate
of Residency, available from a wildlife service
agent or the Wildlife Resources Commission,
certifying that they have maintained residence in
acounty of the state for at least 60 days with the
intent to reside there permanently. Individuals
claiming residency in another state cannot claim
to be a resident in N.C. regardless of whether
they own property, pay property tax, pay utility
bills, etc., in N.C. Residency can only be estab-
lished in one state.

Students

Nonresident students may purchase a resident
license while attending a university, college or
community college in North Carolina. When pur-
chasing your license from a Wildlife Service Agent,
you must show your valid student identification.

Military Stationed In N.C.

Nonresident members of the U.S. Armed Forces
(including their spouses and children under
18) who are stationed in the state are deemed
residents of the state and of the counties in
which they reside for the purpose of purchasing
resident licenses.

Military Stationed Outside N.C.

Members of the U.S. Armed Forces on active
duty outside of North Carolina shall be deemed
an individual resident of the State for the pur-
pose of purchasing short-term and annual hunt-
ing, fishing and trapping licenses.

Nonresident

Nonresident status applies to anyone who does
not live in the state of North Carolina, with the
exceptions noted above (students and military).

Hunter Education Course
Requirement

Except as specified below, on or after July 1,
2013, a person, regardless of age, may not pur-
chase a hunting license in this state without
producing one of the following: a hunter educa-
tion certificate of competency, a N.C. hunting
heritage apprentice permit, or a N.C. hunting
license issued prior to July 1, 2013.

A person who wishes to purchase a lifetime
license need not comply with the requirements
above in order to purchase that license, so long
as the person does not hunt unless they have
successfully completed the hunter education
course or they are accompanied by an adult at
least 18 years of age who is licensed to hunt
in N.C. and that the licensed adult maintains
a proximity to the hunter, which enables the
adult to monitor the activities of the hunter by
remaining within sight and hearing distance at
all times without the use of electronic devices.

Exceptions to License Requirements

General

e Alandowner or person leasing land primarily
for cultivation, their spouse, and dependents
under 18 residing with them, may hunt, trap,
and fish on such land without a license.

o Aresident of this state who is a member of the
U.S. Armed Forces serving outside N.C., ora
N.C. resident who is on full-time military duty
outside the state in a reserve component of
the U.S. Armed Forces is exempt from hunt-
ing, inland, and coastal fishing license require-
ments while on leave in this state for 30 days
or less. When hunting or fishing under this
exemption you must carry, on your person,
your military ID card and a copy of the offi-
cial document confirming you are on leave
from a duty station outside of N.C. Individuals
hunting bear must purchase a Bear Manage-
ment E-Stamp. You must also comply with all
reporting and hunter safety requirements as
mandated by the Commission and purchase
a federal duck stamp if waterfowl hunting.

Individuals exempt from the requirements of a
hunting license must obtain a License-Exempt
Big Game Harvest Report Card when hunting
deer, bear, or wild turkey. Those hunting bear
must also obtain a Bear Management E-Stamp.

Individuals exempt from hunting and fishing
license requirements must adhere to designated
seasons and limits.

Hunting and Trapping

e Youth under age 16 are exempt from the
requirement of a hunting license provided
they comply with the following:

» Youth who have not obtained a Certificate
of Competency showing their completion
of the hunter safety course must be ac-
companied by a properly licensed adult
when hunting.

» Youth who have obtained a Certificate
of Competency, may hunt without being
accompanied by an adult, but must carry
their certificate while hunting.

» Youth exempt from the hunting license
requirement must obtain a License-Ex-
empt Big Game Harvest Report Card when
hunting deer, bear, or wild turkey.

» Youth hunting bear must also obtain a
Bear Management E-Stamp.

e Youth under age 16 are exempt from the
requirement of a trapping license.

Fishing

e Youth under age 16 are exempt from the
requirement of any fishing license.

o All licenses that authorize inland fishing in-
clude fishing in any waters on game lands or
Wildlife Conservation Areas.

e An inland fishing license is not required to
fish in a private pond. A private pond is a
body of water arising within and lying wholly
upon the lands of a single owner or a single
group of joint owners or tenants in com-
mon, and from which fish cannot escape,
and into which fish of legal size cannot enter
from public waters at any time. A pond or
lake located on land owned by a public body
such as a state-supported university or a
governmental entity is not a private pond.

e July 4th is declared “Free Fishing Day,” and
afishing license is not required in any public
waters, including coastal and trout waters,
on this date.

e Aresident or nonresident of this State who
served as a member of the Armed Forces and
who separated under honorable conditions
is exempt from the Mountain Heritage Trout
fishing license requirements while fishing in
waters designated by the Wildlife Resources
Commission as Mountain Heritage Trout
waters. In order to qualify the individual shall
have valid documentation of their service
on his or her person at all times during the
fishing activity.

e Residents with a valid Unified Subsistence
Inland/Coastal Recreational Fishing License
Waiver are exempt from the requirement
of a inland and coastal recreational fishing
license. See page 13 for more details.

HUNTING AND FISHING COMBINATION LICENSES

Following is a list of annual and lifetime combination licenses. Privilege licenses, stamps, and certifications authorize a particular hunting
activity not included with a specific license type. Privileges may be purchased separately if the purchaser holds a hunting license. Some
licenses do not include privileges such as big game hunting, bear hunting, or hunting for waterfowl. Refer to pages 16-17 for a complete list
of privilege licenses, stamps, and certifications. A $5 transaction fee will be added to your total order (N.C.G.S. 113-270.1B).

Lifetime licenses are valid for the lifetime of the license-holder. Unless otherwise specified privilege licenses, stamps, and certifications are
valid for 12 months from the date of purchase.

Senior Lifetime License eligibility: Residents are eligible for the senior lifetime license when they turn 70 years of age.

Disabled Veteran Lifetime License eligibility: Disabled Veteran: Residents who are 50% or more disabled veterans as determined by the
Department of Veterans Affairs. You may now apply online for this license at gooutdoorsnorthcarolina.com.

Totally Disabled: Residents who are totally and permanently disabled as determined by the Social Security Administration, Civil Service
Retirement System, Railroad Retirement Board, or the N.C. State Retirement System or have been diagnosed with a condition considered a
presumptive disability (20 C.F.R. 416.934). You may now apply online for this license at gooutdoorsnorthcarolina.com.

General Information

Both the Wildlife Resources Commission and
the Division of Marine Fisheries have licensing,
management and regulatory authority in cer-
tain waters along the coast of North Carolina.
These waters are designated as inland, joint and
coastal waters. The Wildlife Resources Com-
mission has jurisdiction in inland waters, and
the Division of Marine Fisheries has jurisdiction
(except that pertaining to inland game fishes)
in coastal waters. Both agencies have licensing
and regulatory authority in joint waters.

The boundaries between inland, joint and
coastal fishing waters are prominently marked
with metal signs posted adjacent to the affected
waters.

Purchase and Sale

How to Measure
a Game Fish

The harvest of many game fish
species is regulated by length
limits. Fish length is determined
by measuring along a straight line
(not along the curvature of the
body) the distance from the tip of
the closed mouth to the tip of the
compressed caudal (tail) fin.

e |n the inland waters of the Roanoke River
upstream of the U.S. 258 bridge, only a single
barbless circle hook when fishing with live
or natural bait or other tackle with a single
barbless hook may be used from April 1 to
June 30. “Barbless” means that the hook
either does not have a barb or that the barb
is bent down. Tandem rigs are prohibited.

e White perch may be taken when captured
in a cast net being used to collect nongame
fishes in all impounded waters west of 1-95
and in the Tar River Reservoir (Nash Co.)
except in waters in and west of Haywood,
Buncombe and Rutherford counties where
itis unlawful to possess, transport or release
live white perch.

Possession and Use of Game Fish

e |t is unlawful to take more than the daily
creel limit of any inland game fish having a
specified creel limit in any one day.

e [tis unlawful to possess more than the daily
creel limit while fishing, boating or afield;
or to possess at any place more than three
days’ creel limit.

e |tis unlawful to possess fish whose size, creel
or season restrictions are not in compliance
with the regulations on the waters being fished.

e |t is unlawful, while fishing, to change the
appearance of fish subject to size limits or
daily creel limits or remove the head and/
or tail from fish that are regulated by a size
limit so that they may not be measured and/
or identified.

e |t is unlawful to unnecessarily destroy any
inland game fish taken from public fish-
ing waters.

e Inland game fish may be used as bait if they
are legally taken and meet the size and creel
limits of the waters being fished and other
regulations.

limits of the waters being fished, regardless of other man-
agement areas that may have been fished that day.

o Itis unlawful to net fish for striped bass or Bodie bass
(striped bass hybrid) in joint waters except as authorized by
rules of the Marine Fisheries Commission.

o It is unlawful to use seines, gill nets or trawl nets in the Lake
Mattamuskeet canals.

o Itis unlawful to use any net, net stakes, or electrical fishing
device within 800 feet downstream of the dam at Lock No. 1
on the Cape Fear River.

o |t is unlawful to possess more than 10 American or hickory
shad in aggregate, per person per day, taken by hook-and-
line. See page 33 for the daily creel limits for American and
hickory shad in inland waters. For the current daily creel limits
for American shad in coastal waters, see deq.nc.gov/about/
divisions/marine-fisheries/rules-proclamations-and-size-and-
bag-limits/recreational-size-and-bag-limits.

Otherwise, in joint fishing waters, commercial fishing including commercial trotlines is subject to the coastal fishing laws and
regulations; inland game fish and hook-and-line fishing exclusive of commercial trotlines—are subject to the inland fishing laws

and regulations.

Brook, brown and rainbow trout require cold, clean water and are therefore generally restricted to mountain streams and lakes. Those mountain
waters that support trout and are open to public fishing are designated as “Public Mountain Trout Waters” by the Wildlife Resources Com-
mission and are managed for public trout fishing. A significant number of trout fishing opportunities in western North Carolina are located on
private property. These landowners have generously allowed public access for fishing. Please respect their property. Your cooperation is needed
to protect fishing opportunities for future generations. The Commission conspicuously marks Public Mountain Trout Waters with regulation
signs that indicate locations for public access. When anglers encounter “posted against trespass” signs along these designated sections on
private lands, they should respect the property owner’s rights and choose another location along that stream to fish. Maps of trout water and
their classifications may be viewed at ncwildlife.org/trout.

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Fishing in Public Mountain
Trout Waters

Fishing is limited to hook and line only.

An artificial lure is defined as a fishing lure
that neither contains nor has been treated
with any substance that attracts fish by the
sense of taste or smell.

An artificial fly is defined as one single hook
dressed with feathers, hair, thread, tinsel,
rubber, or any similar material to which no
additional hook, spinner, spoon or similar
device is added.

Natural bait is defined as any living or dead
organism (plant or animal), or parts thereof,
or prepared substances designed to attract
fish by the sense of taste or smell.

A single hook is defined as a fish hook with
only one point.

It is unlawful to take fish bait or bait fish
from Public Mountain Trout Waters.

It is unlawful to possess natural bait while
fishing Wild Trout and Catch and Release
waters, unless those waters are also specifi-
cally classified for use of natural bait.
Dropper flies may be used when fishing any
Public Mountain Trout Waters.

For special rules governing trotlines,
set-hooks, and jug-hooks, see page 44.

o Nongame fish may be taken with certain spe-
cial devices for personal use (bait or personal
consumption) using any valid license that
provides inland fishing privileges. See restric-
tions under “Taking Nongame Fish, Crusta-
ceans, and Mollusks for Personal Use” below.

o Nongame fishes may be taken with archery
equipment (see page 54) under any license
that authorizes hunting or fishing privileges.
See restrictions under “Archery Equipment”
on page 44.

e Special devices (see “Special Fishing De-
vices” pages 44-47) may be used to take
nongame fish with a Special Fishing Device
License (see page 14) in those counties and
waters with open seasons (see “Seasons and
Waters” pages 44-47).

e Crab pots may not be used ininland fishing wa-
ters or in designated waterfowl impoundments
located on game lands, except that persons
owning property adjacent to the inland fishing
waters of coastal rivers and their tributaries
may set two crab pots attached to their prop-
erty and a special device license is not required.

e In the inland waters of the Roanoke River
upstream of the U.S. 258 bridge, only a single
barbless circle hook when fishing with live or
natural bait or other tackle with a single barb-
less hook may be used from April 1 to June
30. “Barbless” means that the hook either
does not have a barb or that the barb is bent
down. Tandem rigs are prohibited.

Seasons for Taking Nongame Fish
There are no closed seasons for nongame fishes
taken from inland waters with the following
exceptions:

e There is no open season for sturgeon. Any
sturgeon caught must be immediately released.

e Special devices used to take nongame fish
with a Special Fishing Device License may
only be used in those counties and waters
with open seasons (see “Seasons and Waters”
pages 44-47).

North Carolina Inland Fishing, Hunting & Trapping Regulations

e |n Public Mountain Trout Waters, the season
shall be the same as the trout-fishing season.

e |nformation and regulations about fishing on
game lands are listed on page 47.

e Information and regulations about fishing in
the waters or on the property of a state fish
hatchery are listed on page 47.

Taking Nongame
Fish, Crustaceans,
and Mollusks for
Personal Use

e Nongame fishes, crustaceans (crayfish and
blue crabs), and mollusks may be taken for
personal use (bait or personal consumption)
only with the equipment listed below, and
with a valid license that provides basic inland
fishing privileges.

» Adip net not greater than 6 feet across.

» Aseine not greater than 12 feetin length
with a bar mesh measure of not more
than 1/4 inch, except in Lake Waccamaw
any length seine may be used to collect
bait fishes.

» A cast net.

» A bow net in those counties and waters
with open seasons (see “Seasons and Wa-
ters” pages 44-47).

» Dip nets used in conjunction with a li-
censed hand-crank electrofisher where
authorized by local law.

» Minnow traps not exceeding 12 inches
in diameter and 24 inches in length, with
funnel openings not exceeding one inch
in diameter. All fish and animals must be
removed daily, and the traps must be la-
beled with the user’s name and address
or WRC customer number.

» A gig except in Public Mountain Trout
Waters.

» Traps (no more than three) in those coun-
ties and waters with open seasons (see
“Seasons and Waters” pages 44-47).

» Eel pots (no more than two).

» Aspear guninthose counties and waters
with open seasons (see “Seasons and Wa-
ters” pages 44-47).

» Hand-held lines with single baits attached
to each.

» Asingle, multiple bait line for taking crabs
not to exceed 100 feet in length that is
under the immediate control and atten-
dance of the user and is limited to one line
per person and no more than one line per
vessel. The line is required to be marked
on each end with a solid float no less than
five inches in diameter and bearing legible
and indelible identification of the user’s
name and address.

» A collapsible crab trap with the largest
opening not greater than 18 inches and

which, by design, collapses at all times

when in the water, except when being

retrieved or lowered to the bottom.
Nongame fishes, crustaceans, and mollusks
taken for bait or personal use may not be sold.
The daily creel limit is 200 nongame fish,
crayfish, and mollusks, in combination, sub-
ject to species-specific size and creel limits
(see pages 41-42).
Freshwater mussels can only be collected
from impounded waters.
Any fish taken for bait purposes are included
in the daily possession limit for that species
(where such a limit is specified).
Nongame fish may not be taken for bait from
Bear Creek and Rocky River, Chatham Coun-
ty; Fork Creek, Randolph County; Deep River
below Coleridge Dam, Randolph County;
those portions of Deep River in Moore, Cha-
tham and Lee counties; and Public Mountain
Trout Waters (except in impounded waters
of power reservoirs and municipally-owned
water supply reservoirs).
Game fish incidentally taken with nets or
traps, while capturing bait, must not be
harmed and must be released immediately.

Possession and Use of Nongame Fish
o [tisunlawful, while fishing, to change the ap-

pearance of fish subject to species-specific
size limits or daily creel limits (see Nongame
Fish Size & Creel Limits, pages 41-42) or to
remove the head and/or tail from fish that
are regulated by a size limit so that they can-
not be measured and/or identified, except
American eel greater than 9 inches in length
and with a minimum body depth greater than
1/2 inch may be cut for use as bait.

Sale of Nongame Fish
e Nongame fish caught on hook and line (in-

cluding trotlines, set-hooks, and jug-hooks),

grabbling and by special fishing devices with

a Special Fishing Device License may be sold,

subject to the following restrictions:

» Species-specific size and creel limits (see
pages 41-43).

» Bowfin may not be sold.

» Blueback herring and alewife taken by any
method in inland waters may not be sold,
except for those fish less than six inches in
length that are taken from Kerr Reservoir
(Granville, Vance, and Warren counties).

» Blue crabs, Atlantic Croaker, Black Drum,
Bluefish, Cobia, King Mackerel, Sheeps-
head, Spanish Mackerel, Spot, and Weak-
fish (Gray Trout) taken from inland fishing
waters may not be sold.

» Those listed under “Species and fishing
activity prohibitions” on page 47.

» Aspecial fishing device license is required
when taking nongame fish with special
fishing devices and also subject to re-
strictions listed under “Special Fishing
Devices,” on pages 44-47, “Seasons and
Waters” on pages 44-47, and “Fishing on
Game Lands” on page 47.
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e Freshwater mussels can only be collected
from impounded waters.

o Nongame fishes, crustaceans, and mollusks
taken for personal use with equipment listed
under “Taking Nongame Fish, Crustaceans,
and Mollusks for Personal Use” on pages
43-44 with any valid license that provides
basic inland fishing privileges may not be sold.

e The sale of commercially raised nongame
fish is regulated by the N.C. Department of
Agriculture and Consumer Services.

Archery Equipment

e Nongame fish may be taken year-round with
archery equipment (see page 56) in water-
fowlimpoundments located entirely on game
lands and in all inland fishing waters other
than the impounded waters on the Sandhills
Game Land, Public Mountain Trout Waters,
and reservoirs with restrictions on taking
grass carp listed on page 42.

e Inthe Pee Dee River downstream of Blewett
Falls Dam to the South Carolina state line
and all tributaries, archery equipment may
only be used to take catfish, subject to size
and creel limits (see page 41).

o Nongame fishes may be taken with archery
equipment (see page 54) under any license that
authorizes basic hunting or fishing privileges.

Trotlines, Set-hooks
and Jug-hooks

e A trotline is a fishing device consisting of
a horizontal common line having multiple
hooks attached.

e Aset-hookis a fishing device consisting of a
single line having no more than three hooks
that is attached at one end only to a station-
ary object.

e Ajug-hookis a fishing device consisting of a
single line having no more than three hooks
that is attached at one end only to a float.

e Trotlines, set-hooks and jug-hooks may be
fished under any license that authorizes fish-
ing privileges.

e |t is unlawful to use live bait with trotlines,
set-hooks or jug-hooks.

e Trotlines must be set parallel to the nearest
shore in all public waters, where their use
is authorized.

e Each trotline, set-hook and jug-hook shall
have attached the user’s name and address
or the user’s NCWRC customer number leg-
ibly inscribed.

e Each trotline shall be conspicuously marked
ateach end, and each set-hook shall be con-
spicuously marked at one end with a promi-
nent flag or floating object.

e Metal cans and glass containers cannot be
used as markers.

e The number of jug-hooks that may be fished
is limited to 70 per boat.

e Trotlines, set-hooks and jug-hooks must be
fished daily, and all fish must be removed daily.

o Trotlines, set-hooks and jug-hooks without bait
or not properly labeled may be removed from
the water by wildlife enforcement officers.

Exceptions

e No trotlines, set-hooks or jug-hooks may be
used in the impounded waters of Sandhills
Game Land.

e No trotlines, set-hooks or jug-hooks may be
used in Public Mountain Trout Waters, ex-
ceptimpounded waters of power reservoirs
and municipal water supply reservoirs open
to the public for fishing.

e |n Lake Waccamaw, it is unlawful to use
trotlines, set-hooks or jug-hooks from May
1-Sept. 30.

e No trotlines, jug hooks, and set hooks in the
inland fishing waters of the Roanoke River
from April 1 to June 30.

Special Fishing
Devices

e Special fishing devices for the taking of non-
game fishes with a Special Fishing Device
License, include the following: seines, cast
nets, gill nets, dip nets, bow nets, reels, gigs,
spear guns, baskets, fish pots, eel pots, traps
(excluding crab traps and automobile tires),
and hand-crank electrofishers where autho-
rized by local law.

o Special fishing devices may only be used
in inland fishing waters during designated
seasons. See list (by county) under “Seasons
and Waters” on pages 44-47.

Term and Use of Special

Device Licenses

e The license is valid during a license year (12
months from date of purchase).

e Each user of a special device must have their
own license in possession, except that a bow
net or dip net may be used by another person
who has the owner’s license in their possession.

e Only the principal owner or operator must
be licensed when drag seines are used at
inland beaches to take mullet.

e Dip nets may be used in conjunction with
a licensed hand-crank electrofisher where
authorized by local law to take nongame fish
for bait or personal consumption in inland
fishing waters with any valid license that
provides basic inland fishing privileges.

Netting Restrictions

e Stationary nets must not exceed 100 yards
in length and must be spaced at least 50
yards apart.

e “Attendance” requires that a netter be within
100 yards of their net at all times.

e Stationary nets must run parallel to the near-
est shoreline.

o Anchored, fixed or drift gill nets must be marked
at each end with two separate yellow buoys,
which shall be of solid foam or other solid buoy-
ant material no less than five inches in their
smallest dimension. Buoys on each of the nets
shall be marked (by engraving buoys or attach-
ing engraved metal or plastic tags) with one of
the following: owner’s N.C. vessel registration
number, owner’s U.S. vessel documentation
name or owner’s last name and initials.

e No wires or ropes associated with a special
fishing device may extend across any navi-
gable waterway.

Fish-Trap Restrictions

e A fish trap may be no more than 60 inchesin
length and no more than 30 inches in depth
or width.

o No lead nets, wing nets or other devices may
be attached to the trap nor used within 25
feet of the trap.

e Such devices, when set and left unattended,
shall be affixed with a card or tag furnished
by the license-holder and upon which their
name and address shall be legibly inscribed.

Eel Pot Restrictions

e |tisunlawful to use eel pots with mesh sizes
smaller than one-half inch by one-half inch.

e Each eel pot must be marked by attaching a
floating buoy, which shall be of solid foam or
other solid buoyant material and no less than
five inches in diameter and no less than five
inches in length. Buoys may be any color except
yellow. The owner shall always be identified on
the attached buoy by using engraved buoys or
by engraved metal or plastic tags attached to
the buoy. Such identification shall include one
of the following: owner’s N.C. vessel registra-
tion number, owner’s U.S. vessel documenta-
tion name, or owner’s last name and initials.

Hand-Crank Electrofisher Restrictions

e Hand-crank electrofishers are any manually
operated device capable of generating a low-
voltage electrical current, not to exceed 300
volts, for the taking of catfish.

Seasons and Waters Applying

to Special Fishing Devices

e No special fishing devices, including crab
pots, may be used in designated waterfowl|
impoundments located on game lands.

e Seasons and waters, in which use of special
devices with a Special Fishing Device License
are indicated by the following counties:

» Alamance: July 1 - Aug. 31 with seines
in Alamance Creek below N.C. 49 bridge
and Haw River. July 1 - June 30 with gigs
in all public waters.

» Alexander: July 1 - June 30 with traps and
gigs in all public waters; and with spear
guns in Lake Hickory and Lookout Shoals
Reservoir.

» Alleghany: July 1 - June 30 with gigs in
New River, except Public Mountain Trout
Waters.
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Anson: July 1 - June 30 with traps and
gigs in all public waters. March 1 - April

Blewett Falls Dam. July 1 - Aug. 31 with
seines in all running public waters, except
Pee Dee River from Blewett Falls Dam
downstream to the Seaboard Coastline
Railroad trestle.

Ashe: July 1 - June 30 with gigs in New
River (both forks), except Public Mountain
Trout Waters.

Beaufort: July 1 - June 30 with traps in
the Pungo River and in the Tar-Pamlico
River above Norfolk and Southern Rail-
road bridge; and with gigs in all inland
public waters. March 1 - April 30 with
bow nets in all inland public waters.
Bertie: July 1 - June 30 with traps in
Broad Creek (tributary of Roanoke River).
March 1 - April 30 with bow nets in all
inland public waters, excluding public
lakes, ponds and other impounded waters.
Bladen: March 1 - April 30 with bow
nets in Black River; July 1 - March 1 with
hand-crank electrofishers in Cape Fear
River between Locks and Dams 1 and 3
and Black River (local law), except that
hand-crank electrofishing is prohibited
within 800 feet downstream and 400
yards upstream of Lock and Dam 1; 400
yards downstream and upstream of Lock
and Dam 2; and 400 yards downstream
of Lock and Dam 3.

Buncombe: July 1 - June 30 with gigs in
all public waters, except Public Mountain
Trout Waters.

Burke: July 1 - Aug. 31 with seines in all
running public waters, except Johns River
and Public Mountain Trout Waters. July
1 - June 30 with traps, gigs and spear
guns in all public waters, except Public
Mountain Trout Waters and Lake James.
Fishing by use of an unattended float is
prohibited on Lake James (local law).
Cabarrus: July 1 - Aug. 31 with seines in
all running public waters. July 1 - June
30 with traps and gigs in all public waters.
Caldwell: July 1 - June 30 with traps, gigs
and spear guns in all public waters, except
Public Mountain Trout Waters.
Camden: July 1 - June 30 with trapsinall
inland public waters. March 1 - April 30
with bow nets in all inland public waters,
excluding public lakes, ponds and other
impounded waters.

Carteret: March 1 - April 30 with bow
nets in all inland public waters, except
South River and the tributaries of the
White Oak River.

301 bridge and in Toisnot Swamp down-
stream from the Lake Toisnot Dam.

» Yadkin: July 1 - June 30 with gigs in all
public waters, and with traps in the main
stem of Yadkin River.

Fishing on Game Lands

North Carolina Inland Fishing, Hunting & Trapping Regulations

A game lands license is not required to fish

in any waters on game lands.

All game lands are open to public fishing with

the following exceptions:

» Re-stocked ponds when posted against
fishing.

» Grogan Creek, Cedar Rock Creek and John
Rock Branch in Transylvania County, which
serves as a fish hatchery and water supply.

» Hunting Creek Swamp Waterfowl Refuge
in Davie County.

» Private ponds where fishing may be pro-
hibited by property owners.

In all game lands ponds, channel, white, and

blue catfish may be taken only by hook and

line, and the daily creel limit is seven channel
catfish and 10 white catfish.

The use of special fishing devices, including

crab pots, is prohibited in designated water-

fowl impoundments located on game lands.

Exception: Nongame fish may be taken year-

round with archery equipment (see page

54) from waterfowl impoundments located

entirely on game lands other than the im-
pounded waters on the Sandhills Game Land
and Public Mountain Trout Waters.

Blue crabs may be taken recreationally from
designated waterfowl impoundments on
game lands with hand-held lines with single
baits and a collapsible crab trap with a maxi-
mum opening of 18 inches. The limit is 50
crabs per person, per day or 100 per vessel
per day with a minimum carapace width of
five inches (point to point).

State Fish Hatcheries

It is unlawful to fish at any time in the waters
or on the property of any state fish hatchery,
including Bones Creek from the Lake Rim Dam
to the U.S. 401 Bypass (Raeford Road). You may
fish on McKinney Lake Reservoir at McKinney
Lake State Fish Hatchery.

Boating Access

e Possess a loaded firearm other than a hand-
gun possessed pursuant to a valid concealed
handgun permit on those boating access areas
where concealed carry is allowed by the land-
owner.

Hydroelectric Station
Safety Zones

A 100-foot safety zone extends both upstream
and downstream of the following hydroelectric
stations and dams. Only fishing and boating are
authorized within the safety zone, subject to
the following restrictions:

o All boaters within the safety zone are re-
quired to wear approved U.S. Coast Guard
personal flotation devices.

e Any anglers within the safety zone that enter
the water are required to wear an approved
U.S. Coast Guard personal flotation device.

e No vessel may anchor within this zone or
tie off to any part of the hydroelectric sta-
tion structure.

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General Information

Any animal not classified as a game fish, game
animal, furbearer or game bird is considered to
be nongame. There are, however, regulations that
apply to the taking and collection of these wildlife
resources. For animals not specified elsewhere
in this Digest, the following guidelines apply:

o Nongame Fish, Crustaceans and Mollusks -

See pages 41-47 for information on collect-
ing nongame fish, crustaceans and mollusks
for personal use, sale and bait. A Scientific
Fish Collection License is needed to take
or collect any aquatic animal for scientific
purposes. In addition, a special permit is
required when the animal is a freshwater
mussel or any endangered, threatened or
special concern species.

Mammals - A Wildlife Collection License is
needed to take or collect any nongame mam-
mal. If the animal is endangered, threatened
or of special concern, an Endangered Species
permit is required.

Birds - Most birds in North Carolina are
defined as migratory and thus are protected
by federal laws. Call the U.S. Fish and Wild-
life Service for more information at 919-

Measuring a
Snapping Turtle

Curved Carapace Length

Measure the length of a snapping
turtle along the curvature of the
carapace (top shell) with a flexible
tape measure that conforms to

the snapping turtle’s shell from the
nuchal scute (the scute directly be-
hind the turtle’s head) to the base
of the notch where the two scutes
above the tail meet.

856-4786. The exceptions are the English
or House sparrow, pigeon, starling, mute
swan, and Eurasian collared dove.

Reptiles - A Wildlife Collection License is
needed for the take, possession, or trans-
portation of five or more snapping turtles,
lizards, or snakes on an annual basis. For
reptiles that are endangered, threatened, or
of special concern, an Endangered Species
permit is required. Limits for snapping turtles
are 10 per day and 100 per year. No snapping
turtle less than 13 inches (curved top shell
length) may be collected. No more than 15
trapping devices may be set per license and
devices must be labeled with a waterproof tag
showing the licensee’s name, WRC customer
number, or collection license number. Traps
must be checked daily. Collection licenses for
snapping turtles are only available to North
Carolina residents.

e Amphibians - The daily bag limit (from 12:00

noon to 12:00 noon) for taking bullfrogs is 24,
with no closed season or license requirement.
See page 80 for information and requirements
regarding the taking of bullfrogs on game
lands. A Wildlife Collection License is needed
to take or collect 25 or more frogs (includes
toads) or salamanders (includes mudpuppies

and “spring lizards”) in larval (tadpole) or adult
form. For amphibians that are endangered,
threatened or of special concern an Endan-
gered Species permit is required.

Greenhouse Frogs, or Argentine Black and White
Tegus without first obtaining a Restricted Spe-
cies Permit.

In addition to this statewide trapping season, coyotes may be taken
in counties, areas, and times where fox trapping is allowed by statute.

Landowners whose property is or has been damaged or destroyed
by beaver may take beaver on their property anytime by any law-
ful method without obtaining a permit from the Wildlife Resources
Commission. The landowner may obtain assistance from other
persons in taking the depredating beaver by giving those persons
permission to take beaver on the landowner’s property.

Fox trapping is allowed in Clay, Graham, Henderson, Macon and Tyr-
rell counties with a daily bag limit of two and a season bag limit of 10.
Trappers must have fox tags prior to taking foxes, and the sale of live
foxes under this season is prohibited. Visit ncwildlife.org/FoxSeasons
to see if there is a local fox trapping season in your county.

There is no closed season and no bag limit for trapping nutria east of I-77.

Qutside of the regulated trapping season shown above, animals can only be trapped under a Depreda-
tion Permit. This is a free permit obtained from a Wildlife Enforcement Officer, District Biologist, or
Wildlife Control Agent issued when an animal is causing property damage. When trapping under a
Depredation Permit, the permit holder must follow all trapping regulations and state laws.

General Information

During the regulated trapping season, it is legal
in North Carolina to trap:

e armadillo e mink e raccoon
e beaver e muskrat o skunk
e bobcat e nutria e weasel
e coyote e opossum

e groundhog e otter

Gray and red foxes may only be trapped where
provided by state or local law. For more in-
formation about fox trapping seasons, visit
ncwildlife.org/FoxSeasons. Coyotes may be
trapped during the statewide regular trapping
season and during any fox-trapping season,
established by statute or by local law, using
methods described in statute, even when those
seasons open prior to and extend after the
regular trapping seasons.

Statewide Trapping Restrictions
It is unlawful to:

e Sell or otherwise transfer ownership of the
carcass or pelt of a fox*, bobcat or otter with-
out first tagging it with the appropriate tag
available from the Wildlife Resources Commis-
sion. Bobcat and otter tags are free of charge
and $2.25 for fox*. Up to 50 bobcat tags and
150 otter tags may be issued per request.
You may purchase these tags by telephone,
888-248-6834, using a Visa or MasterCard
credit card, or you can mail your request along
with the fee to: NCWRC, Bobcat/Otter/Fox
Tags, 1707 Mail Service Center, Raleigh, N.C.
27699-1700. Include your name, address, date
of birthand WRC number. *except where local
laws do not require fox tagging.

e Open or damage a beaver lodge without a per-
mit from the Wildlife Resources Commission.

e Sell, keep or transfer ownership of any live
animals, except foxes or coyotes, which can
be sold live by licensed trappers to licensed
fox preserves during the applicable trapping
season for that species. Live-trapped foxes
and coyotes shall not be held for more than
30 days after capture and shall be provided
drinking water, food of a type and quantity
appropriate for the species, and shelter that
protects the foxes and coyotes from direct
sunlight and precipitation. Licensed trappers
and any individual(s) transporting live foxes
and coyotes for live sale shall have a current
and valid transportation permit prior to tak-
ing possession of the live foxes and coyotes,
including removing the animal from the trap.
Licensed trappers shall keep accurate written
records, on a form provided by the Commis-
sion for each fox or coyote sold or transferred
to a licensed fox preserve

e Take red and gray fox except where provided
by state or local law. For more information
on fox trapping seasons, visit ncwildlife.org/
FoxSeasons.

Please note: Major regulation changes appear in RED
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o Take wild animals by trapping upon the land of
another without having in possession written
permission issued and dated within the previ-
ous year by the landowner or his agent. This
restriction does not apply to public lands on
which trapping is not specifically prohibited
including tidelands, marshlands, and any other
untitled land.

e Remove or disturb any lawfully set trap or re-
move any furbearing animal from a trap without
permission of the trap owner.

Statewide Trap Regulations

o Alltraps must have a weather-resistant per-
manent tag attached with either the trapper’s
name and address or the trapper’s Trapper
Identification Number (TIN) and the Commis-
sion’s phone number (800-662-7137). The
TIN can be found on your trapping license.

e Ifatrapisplaced onthe property of another
and identified by the TIN, the Commission
is required to disclose the identity of the
trapper to the landowner upon request.

o Unlawful to set or use a trap so that animals
or birds will be suspended when caught.

e Unlawful to set or use a hook of any sort
or type to take wild animals or wild birds.

Legal Trap Types

e Box/cage traps and colony traps
e Conibear™-type traps

e Foothold trap

e Snares (for beaver only)

Conibear ™-type Traps
e Must be smooth-edged and without teeth
or spikes.
e Jaw Spread:
» To measure the width and height of a
Conibear™-type trap, measure from in-
side jaw to inside jaw (Figure 1).

To measure the width and height of
a Conibear™-type trap, measure from inside
jaw to inside jaw.

» On dry land, cannot have a jaw spread
greater than 7 % inches.

» If totally covered by water, it can have an
inside jaw spread (width or height) greater
than 7 % inches and no larger than 26
inches in width and 12 inches in height.

» In areas of tidal waters, the mean high
water is considered covering water.

» In reservoir areas, covering water is the
low water level prevailing during the pre-
ceding 24 hours.

North Carolina Inland Fishing, Hunting & Trapping Regulations

» Trap can be checked every 72 hours if
completely submerged.
o |naddition, if trapping for beaver, Conibear™-
type traps can be set one-half covered by
water, but must be checked daily.

Foothold Traps:
e Must be smooth edged and without teeth
or spikes.
e Jaw Spread:
» To measure jaw spread of a foot-hold
trap, measure from inside jaw to inside
jaw (Figure 2).

Figure 2. To measure jaw spread of a foot-
hold/leghold trap, measure from inside jaw
to inside jaw.

» Cannot have a jaw spread greater than
7 Y% inches.

» If the jaw spread is between 5 % and 7 %
inches, the jaws must be offset by 3/16th
of an inch.

» Thejaws do not have to be offset if the trap
is set in water with a quick-drown type set.

e Chain length:

» Trap chain cannot be longer than 8 inches
from anchor point to the base of the trap
unless fitted with a shock-absorbing de-
vice with at least 40 Ibs. and not more
than 75 Ibs. of pull.

» Trap chain can be measured from anchor
point (solid ground) to the base of the trap.

Snares

e Can be used to trap only beaver, except
where allowed by local law.

e Cannot be used to trap wildlife, except where
allowed by local law.

You should also read the “Game Lands” and
“Local Laws” sections for trapping restrictions
on certain game lands and in certain counties.

Attendance
Every trap must be visited daily and any animal
caught therein removed, except for completely
submerged Conibear™-type traps, which must
be visited at least once every 72 hours and any
animal caught therein removed.

Remote trap checking systems may be used
in lieu of visiting the trap, provided the system
has the following features:

e acontrol unit that monitors the trap in real-
time and reports trap status and unit status

to a centralized application database at least
once every 12 hours;

e asoftware application that notifies the user
of unit status, trap activity, and system health
issues within 10 minutes of these events
via text-based messaging systems, or anin-
application notification; and

e on-demand test procedure that is used at
each deployment of a unit to confirm that
the unit is placed in a location where its
wireless communication can be received
and processed.

If the remote trap checking system control unit
reports a trap closure, the trap shall be physi-
cally visited within 24 hours of the time the trap
was reported closed. If a remote trap checking
system control unit fails to report its status after
a 12 hour period, or reports a system health
issue, the trap shall be physically visited within
24 hours of the last time a status report was
sent. Remote trap checking system users shall
maintain records of trap status and notification
alarms for a period of no less than seven days
after receipt. Records shall be made available
forinspection upon request by a representative
of the Commission.

Unlawful Harassment
of Persons Taking
Wildlife Resources

In North Carolina, it is unlawful for a person
to interfere intentionally with the lawful tak-
ing of wildlife resources or to drive, harass, or
intentionally disturb any wildlife resources for
the purpose of disrupting the lawful taking of
wildlife resources on public or private property.
NOTE: This law does not apply to activity by a
person on land he or she owns or leases or to
a person who incidentally interferes with the
taking of wildlife resources while using the land
for other lawful activity such as agriculture,
mining or recreation.

Violation of this subsection is a misdemeanor
punishable for a first conviction by a fine not to
exceed $1,000, by imprisonment not to exceed
30 days, or by both and punishable for a second
or subsequent conviction by a fine left to the
discretion of the court (N.C.G.S. §113-295).

What Should | Do?

If you experience unlawful harassment, imme-
diately notify your nearest wildlife enforcement
officer, county sheriff’s office or local police
department. Advise the authorities of this law
and that you wish to hunt peacefully.

What Not to Do

Do not provoke a fight, threaten reprisals or use
profanity. Remember that some anti-hunting
activists seek confrontation and may be ac-
companied by the news media.

Manner of Taking

Definition of Take

To take is defined as all operations during, im-
mediately preparatory and immediately subse-
quent to an attempt, whether successful or not,
to capture, kill, pursue, hunt or otherwise harm
or reduce to possession any fisheries resource
or wildlife resource.

Season Dates

For most species, hunting seasons are set to
open on the same day of the week every year
and at the same general time. For example, rab-
bit season opens every year on the Monday on
or nearest October 15th and ends on the last
day of February. Changes in season dates that
are a result of newly adopted regulations will
appear in red ink. However, most season dates
that are different from last year are the result of
the annual shift of days in each year’s calendar.

General Restrictions

o Lawful seasons and bag limits for each spe-
cies apply beginning with the first day of the
listed season and continuing through the last
day of the listed season with Sunday hunting
restrictions listed in the next paragraph.

On Sundays the following apply:

» Hunting with firearms between 9:30 a.m.
and 12:30 p.m. is prohibited except on
controlled hunting preserves;

» Hunting migratory birds is prohibited;

» The use of firearms to take deer that are
run or chased by dogs is prohibited;

» Hunting with a firearm within 500 yards of
a place of worship or any accessory struc-
ture thereof is prohibited.

» Archery equipment may be used to hunt on
Sundays without the restrictions applied
to hunting with firearms.

e Shooting hours: Game birds and animals may
be taken only between 30 minutes before
sunrise and 30 minutes after sunset with rifle,
pistol, shotgun, archery equipment, dogs or
by means of falconry with the following ex-
ceptions: raccoons, feral swine and opos-
sums may be taken at night. Coyotes may be
taken at night in all counties except Beaufort,
Dare, Hyde, Tyrrell and Washington. Migra-
tory game birds may be taken only during the
hours and in the manner permitted by federal
regulations. See page 72 for shooting hours
for migratory birds.

Retrieval

e |If a hunter kills or wounds a big game animal
during legal shooting hours the hunter may
use a portable light source and a single dog
on aleash to assist the hunter in retrieving the
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dead or wounded big game animal and may
dispatch a wounded big game animal using a
.22-caliber rimfire pistol, archery equipment,
or a handgun otherwise legal for that hunt-
ing season. If necessary, the hunter may also
retrieve wounded big game in this manner
from 30 minutes after sunset to 11:00 p.m.
The hunter may not use a motorized vehicle
when searching for the wounded animal.

Archery Equipment
o When used for hunting in North Carolina

archery equipment is defined as any device

that has a solid stationary handle with two

limbs and a string that uses non-pneumatic

means to propel a single arrow or bolt.

Longbows, recurved bows, compound bows

and crossbows are legal for hunting all species

with an open hunting season.

When used to hunt bear, deer, elk, wild turkey,

alligator and feral swine:

» Longbows and recurved bows must have
a minimum pull of 40 pounds

» Compound bows must have a minimum
pull of 35 pounds.

» Crossbows must have a minimum pull of
100 pounds

» Only arrows and bolts with a fixed mini-
mum broadhead width of seven-eighths
of an inch or a mechanically opening
broadhead with a width of at least seven-
eighths of an inch in the open position
shall be used.

Slingbows having a minimum pull of 40

pounds may be used during legal hunting sea-

sons for hunting deer, wild turkey, small game

animals, nongame animals and nongame fish.

Blunt-type arrow heads may be used in tak-

ing small animals and birds, including rabbits,

squirrels, quail and grouse.

Poisonous, drugged, or explosive arrowheads

shall not be used for taking any wildlife.

Shotguns
e Shotguns must be no larger than 10-gauge.
e When hunting migratory game birds, shot-

guns must be plugged so as to limit their
maximum capacity to three shells.

Pistols
e During the open hunting season for rabbits,

squirrels, opossums, raccoons, furbearing ani-
mals and legal nongame animals and birds,
these species may be taken with a pistol.
There are no restrictions on caliber and bar-
rel length.

Deer and bear may be taken with a handgun
during the established gun hunting season.
There are no restrictions on barrel length
or caliber.

A hunter or trapper lawfully taking wild-
life by another method may use a pistol to
dispatch the animal or bird taken, except as
noted below.

It is unlawful to hunt or take wild turkeys
with pistols.

During established archery season only a
.22-caliber rimfire pistol may be used to dis-
patch deer (see “Retrieval”).

Rifles

Fully automatic rifles are unlawful. All other

rifles are legal except:

» Rifles are prohibited by federal law in hunt-
ing migratory game birds.

» Local laws prohibit or restrict rifles in some
counties. See the “Local Laws” section.

» Itis unlawful to hunt or take wild turkeys
with rifles.

Blackpowder

During the blackpowder deer season, the
only lawful firearms are blackpowder shot-
guns, rifles and handguns. The Commission
defines a blackpowder firearm as any firearm
— including any firearm with a matchlock,
flintlock, percussion cap, or similar type of
ignition system — manufactured in or before
1898, that cannot use fixed ammunition; any
replica of this type of firearm if such replica is
not designed or redesigned for using rimfire or
conventional centerfire fixed ammunition; and
any muzzle-loading rifle, muzzle-loading shot-
gun, or muzzle-loading or cylinder-loading
handgun that is designed to use blackpowder,
blackpowder substitute, or any other propel-
lant loaded through the muzzle, cylinder, or
breech and that cannot use fixed ammunition.

Baiting and Attractants

No wild bird may be taken with the use or aid

of salt, grain, fruit, or other bait.

No wild turkey may knowingly be taken from

within 300 yards of any place in which bait

has been placed until the expiration of 10

days after the bait has been consumed or

otherwise removed.

Black bear may not be taken with the use

or aid of:

» Any animal, animal part or product, salt,
salt lick, honey, sugar, sugar-based material,
syrups, candy, pastry, gum, candy block, oils,
spices, peanut butter, grease; or extract of
such substances; or any substance modified
by any of the above substances or extract of
above substance; or any bear bait attractant,
including scented sprays, aerosols, scent
balls, and scent powders; or processed food
products as defined on page 61.

For the purposes of bear hunting, bait means

any natural, unprocessed food product that is

a grain, fruit, nut, vegetable, or other material

harvested from a plant crop that is not modi-

fied from its raw components.

Bears may not be taken while consuming bait.

Regulations for taking bear with unprocessed

foods are on page 61.

Please note: Major regulation changes appear in RED



e Possession or use of substances containing a

cervid (deer) excretion, including feces, urine,
blood, gland oil, or other bodily fluid for the
purposes of taking or attempting to take, at-
tract, or scout wildlife are prohibited. How-
ever, the following substances may be used:
» Synthetic products that are labeled as such
» Products containing natural substances
collected by a hunter from a cervid legally
harvested in North Carolina, except in
CWD Surveillance Areas
» Natural deer urine and other substances
collected from a facility in North Caro-
lina with a valid Farmed Cervid License
from the North Carolina Department of
Agriculture and Consumer Services and
identified and labeled as such
» Products labeled as participating in the
Responsible Hunting Scent Association’s
Deer Protection Program
Placement of bait or food to congregate wild-
life is prohibited in CWD surveillance areas
from January 2 though August 31 each year.
See page 67 for more details.

Hunting with Dogs

e |tisunlawful to hunt, run or chase deer at any

time in these counties and all counties west
of the line they form: Rockingham, Guilford,
Randolph, Montgomery, Stanly and Union
counties. This does not apply to the use of
a single dog on a leash to assist the hunter

in retrieving a dead or wounded deer (see

“Retrieval”).

Itis unlawful to hunt, run or chase deer at any

time in these counties and parts of counties:

» Alamance

» Anson west of N.C. 742

» Chatham

» Chowan south of U.S. Highway 17 and U.S.
Highway 17 Business and east of a line
drawn from the intersection of the western
city limits of the Town of Edenton and U.S.
Highway 17 Business and extending due
south to the Albemarle Sound

» Durham

» Johnston

» Lee

» Orange south of 1-85

» Richmond west of Little River and that por-
tion east of Little River and bounded by N.C.
73 to the north, by Hough Road to the east,
and by Grassy Island Road to the south.

» Wayne

» Wake south of N.C. 98

NOTE: This does not apply to the use of a

single dog on a leash to assist the hunter in

retrieving a wounded deer (see “Retrieval”).

In all other counties hunting deer with dogs

is allowed, but local law may impose further

restrictions. See “Local Laws” section.

In counties where hunting deer with dogs is

allowed, game land rules may prohibit this

activity. See “Game Lands” section.

Hunting Regulations AND INFORMATION

o |tis unlawful to hunt bears with dogs in the

following counties:

Alamance south of 1-85, Anson west of N.C.
Hwy 742, Cabarrus, Chatham, Davie, David-
son, Forsyth, Gaston, Guilford, Lee, Lincoln,
Mecklenburg, Montgomery, Orange south
of 1-85, Pamlico (per local law), Randolph,
Rockingham, Rowan, Stanly, Union, and Wake
south of N.C. Hwy 98. See map on page 63.
Except for deer and bear as described above,
hunting game animals and game birds (ex-
cept for wild turkey) with dogs is allowed
in all counties of the state, subject to the
restrictions applied by local laws and game
land rules. See “Local Laws” and “Game
Lands” sections.

It is unlawful to intentionally remove or de-
stroy an electronic collar or other electronic
device placed on a dog by its owner to main-
tain control of the dog.

Training Dogs

e |t is unlawful to run or chase deer during

closed season, except when under the control
of the owner. This applies only to counties
where hunting deer with dogs is allowed.
In counties or parts thereof and game lands
where hunting deer with dogs is prohibited,
running or chasing deer is prohibited at all
times. This does not apply to the use of a
single dog on a leash to assist the hunter in
retrieving a wounded deer (see “Retrieval”).
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Except as allowed in authorized field trials and
training using domestically raised waterfowl
or game birds, it is unlawful to possess axes,
saws or tree-climbing equipment while train-
ing or running dogs during closed season.
Individuals engaged in training dogs and indi-
viduals who are active participants in field tri-
als must have an appropriate hunting license.
When training dogs during the closed season,
hunters may use domestically raised water-
fowl or game birds provided that they use shot
shells with shot of number 4 size or smaller
and the shot is nontoxic when training with
waterfowl. All birds must be banded on one
leg with the propagator’s license number.
Further restrictions apply to training dogs
on game lands during the closed season. See
“Game Lands” section.

Field Trials

Commission-sanctioned field trials may allow
hunters to conduct field trials with dogs in areas
and at times authorized with the use of approved
weapons and ammunition and may authorize
the use of certain domestically raised birds.
Active participants in field trials are people
who handle dogs or firearms.

For Commission-sanctioned field trials, active
participants may use a hunting license from
their state of residence. For all other types
of field trials, active participants must have
a N.C. hunting license.

For Commission-sanctioned field trials, judges
do not need to have a hunting license. For all
other types of field trials, judges must have a
N.C. hunting license.

A Commission sanctioned field trial permit
may be obtained online at ncwildlife.org/
licensing for $10.

Motor Vehicles, Boats and Vessels
e [t is unlawful to use any of the following in
taking wild birds or animals:
» amotor vehicle while the passenger areais oc-
cupied or while the vehicle engine is running.
» vessels: under sail, under power, or with
the engine running, or while still in the mo-
tion from such propulsion, except crippled
waterfowl (see page 75); or
» airplanes
e Deer may not be hunted from boats or other
floating devices in some counties (see “Local
Laws” section).

Hunter or Blaze Orange

Any person hunting bear, feral swine, rabbit,
squirrel, grouse, pheasant or quail with the use of
firearms must wear a cap or hat made of hunter
orange material or an outer garment of hunter
orange visible from all sides. Anyone hunting
deer during a deer firearms season, regardless of
weapon, must wear hunter orange visible from
all sides. This includes archery hunters that hunt
on Sunday during the deer firearms season and
anyone hunting on Youth Deer Hunting Day. This
requirement does not apply to a landholder, his
or her spouse and children if they are hunting
on the landholder’s property.

Artificial Lights and Electronic Calls
e Itisunlawful to use artificial lights (including
laser sights) and electronic or recorded calls in
taking wild birds or animals except as follows:
» artificial lights may be used to retrieve
harvested big game.
» artificial lights may be used for taking feral
swine and coyotes at night where legal.
» artificial lights may be used for taking
bullfrogs.

NC WILD“TIP”(Turn-In-Poachers) isan anonymous, anti-

poaching program that rewards individuals who provide information. Available

¢ |naddition to the prohibition of taking wildlife
with the use of artificial light, except for big
game retrieval, many counties have local regu-
lations that prohibit shining lights on deer or
searching for deer with lights 30 minutes after
sunset or after 11 p.m. A color-coded map
showing county shining laws is on page 67.
e The flashing or display of any artificial light

between 30 minutes after sunset and 30
minutes before sunrise in any area that is
frequented or inhabited by wild deer by any
person who has access to a firearm, crossbow
or other bow and arrow constitutes prima
facie evidence of taking deer with the aid of
an artificial light.

Road Hunting

Local laws prohibit or restrict hunting or shoot-
ing from public roads or possession of a loaded
firearm on road right-of-ways in some counties
(see “Local Laws” section).

o |t is unlawful to use fire in taking wild birds
or animals.

o ltisunlawful to take deer that are swimming
or in water above the knees of the deer

e |tisunlawful to shoot at orinto a squirrel's nest

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Other Restrictions

Local Laws

There are many local laws affecting hunting
and trapping in North Carolina. An abstract of
local laws that are more restrictive than general
regulations is included in this Digest. See the
“Local Laws” section.

Exotic Species

It is unlawful to place exotic species of wild
animals or wild birds not indigenous to that
area or feral swine in an area for the purpose
of stocking the area for hunting or trapping.
(There are certain limited exceptions for li-
censed-controlled hunting preserves.)

Transfer of Wildlife

An individual may accept the gift of wildlife
lawfully taken within North Carolina if tak-
ing possession does not cause the individual
to exceed the applicable possession limit and
the individual possesses and preserves in writ-
ing the name and address of the donor and
under what license requirements the wildlife
was taken. It is unlawful to accept the gift of
wildlife lawfully taken unless you possess in
writing the donor’s name, address and what
license or license exemptions under which the
wildlife was taken. Additionally, individuals tak-
ing possession of a big game animal (deer, bear,

or wild turkey) must retain the authorization
number of that animal.

Trespass

The establishment of open seasons does not
obligate the private landowner to allow hunting
on his or her property, nor does it eliminate
the ethical requirement for obtaining permis-
sion from the landowner before hunting. In
some counties, hunters are required to obtain
permission to hunt on private property (see
“Local Laws” section).

State Fish Hatcheries

Itis unlawful to possess a loaded firearm within
a posted restricted zone on any state-owned
fish hatchery or to discharge a firearm into or
across such a restricted zone.

Sale of Wildlife

o In general, whole animals or their parts may
not be bought or sold in North Carolina.

e cleaned lower jawbone(s) with teeth or
cleaned teeth; or

o finished taxidermy products and tanned hides.

These parts or their containers must be labeled
with the individual’'s name and address; state,
Canadian province, or foreign country of origin;
date the cervid was killed; and the individual’s
hunting license number, permit number, or
equivalent identification from the state, Ca-
nadian province, or foreign country of origin.

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Big Game Harvest
Reporting

Reporting big game harvestsis a requirementin
North Carolina. Hunters shall carry a valid paper
Big Game Harvest Report Card or an electronic
version on their mobile device with them while
hunting deer, bear, or wild turkey. A harvest
report card is furnished with the issuance of a
Big Game Hunting License and is valid for only
one hunting season, July 1 through June 30.

Validating a Harvest

Upon harvesting a bear, deer or wild turkey, and
before moving the animal from the site of kill,
the successful hunter must validate the paper Big
Game Harvest Report Card by cutting or punch-
ing out the corresponding day and month the har-
vest occurred. Hunters using the Go Outdoors
North Carolina App can validate and register their
harvest either with or without Internet service.

Registering a Harvest

The successful hunter must register any har-

vested bear, deer or wild turkey BEFORE any

of the following occur:

e The animal is skinned or dismembered;

e The animal is left unattended by the suc-
cessful hunter;

e The animal is placed in the possession of
another person; or

e 12 p.m.(noon) the day following the harvest.

Big game harvests may be registered in one
of four ways:
1. By using the the Go Outdoors North
Carolina App.
2. By calling 800-1-GOT-ONE (800-446-
8663). Atouch tone telephone is required.
3. Byclicking the “Report a Big Game Har-
vest” link located on the NCWRC home
page at gooutdoorsnorthcarolina.com.

4. By reporting the harvest to a partici-
pating wildlife service agent location at
gooutdoorsnorthcarolina.com.

o The Big Game Harvest Report Card no longer
contains a Harvest ID number located above
each harvest authorization line. Hunters will
be required to select the appropriate tag type
when reporting each harvest.

e Hunters who obtain their license and big
game privilege by phone can request to
receive their Big Game Harvest Report
Card via email. If requested, a printed pa-
per version can also be mailed. If the hunter
harvests a big game animal before receiving
their Big Game Harvest Report Card, the
hunter must retain the authorization num-
ber for the reported harvest. Immediately
upon receipt of the paper Big Game Harvest
Report Card, the hunter must transcribe
those authorization numbers and validate
the appropriate line on their card.

e Big game animals may be field dressed be-
fore being registered. Field dressing includes
bleeding and removal of digestive, respi-
ratory and circulatory organs, but the hunter
may not mutilate the carcass in a manner
that obscures the species, age or sex.

Registration in Remote Areas

o Hunters using the Go Outdoors North Carolina
App can validate and register their harvest in
remote areas with or without internet service.

e When a hunter harvests an animal in aremote
area, the animal must be registered by 12 p.m.
(noon) the day after leaving the remote area.

e When akill occurs in a remote area and the
carcass cannot be transported intact, the
animal may be skinned and dismembered
before registration.

e Big game harvested in a remote area may
be left with another person, provided the
person has the successful hunter’s name
and date of the kill.

Recording the Authorization Number
When a successful hunter registers a big game
harvest, the hunter will be issued an authoriza-
tion number for the animal. The hunter shall then
record the authorization number in the space
provided on the paper Big Game Harvest Report
Card. This record shall thereafter constitute the
authorization for continued possession of the
carcass. Hunters registering a harvest on the
Go Outdoors North Carolina App will have an
authorization number automatically recorded
on their device.

Reporting for License-Exempt Hunters
Persons who are by law exempt from the Big
Game Hunting License requirement shall obtain
a License-Exempt Big Game Harvest Report Card
from a wildlife service agent or by calling 833-950-
0575. (Note: License-Exempt Cards (no cost) are
notavailable online.) Upon harvesting a bear, deer
or wild turkey, the exempt person shall validate
their harvest and report the big game kill using the
same registration methods listed in this section.
License-exempt youth should not report
their harvest on their parent’s Big Game Har-
vest Report Card, but obtain their own card.

Deer Management Assistance
Program Harvest Reporting

Persons harvesting deer from properties en-
rolled in the Deer Management Assistance
Program (DMAP) or the Community Deer Man-
agement Assistance Program (CDMAP) and
opting to use the special tags provided by these
programs to report their harvest, should follow
the validation and registration requirements
described in the participant packet. When reg-
istering the harvest, they will be directed to
select the “Report a DMAP Tag” option and
to provide the pre-printed number on the tag.
Successful hunters shall record and maintain
their authorization numbers.

e Theintention of the Urban Archery Season is
to enable cities, towns and villages to reduce
urban deer populations through increased
hunter opportunity. Hunting during the
Urban Archery Season is allowed ONLY in
participating municipalities.

e Each city, town and village will decide if hunt-
ing is allowed on public property and restric-
tions, if any, for hunting on private property
within the city, town and village limits.

e Hunters wishing to hunt in an area partici-
pating in the Urban Archery Season should
call the participating city, town or village or
visit its website to obtain a map showing
lawful areas to hunt and additional informa-
tion on specific restrictions that may apply
to each area.

e The Urban Archery Season does not obligate
private landowners to allow hunting on their
property, nor does it eliminate the ethical
requirement for obtaining permission from
the landowner before hunting. Hunters are
legally required to obtain written permission
to hunt on posted property.

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Summary of Federal
Regulations

In addition to state regulations, the following
federal rules apply to the taking, possession,
shipping, transporting and storing of migratory
game birds. No persons shall take migratory
game birds:

e With a trap, snare, net, rifle, pistol, swivel
gun, shotgun larger than 10 gauge, punt gun,
battery gun, machinegun, fish hook, poison,
drug, explosive, or stupefying substance;

e With a shotgun of any description capable
of holding more than three shells, unless it is
plugged with a one-piece filler, incapable of
removal without disassembling the gun, so its
total capacity does not exceed three shells.
This restriction does not apply during dates
states have selected under the Conservation
Order for light geese (i.e. snow and Ross’s
geese) or those selected for the control of
resident Canada geese.

e From or by means, aid, or use of a sinkbox or
any other type of low-floating device, having
a depression affording the hunter a means of
concealment beneath the surface of the water;

e From or by means, aid, or use of any motor
vehicle, motor-driven land conveyance, or
aircraft of any kind, except that paraplegics
and persons missing one or both legs may

take from any stationary motor vehicle or
stationary motor-driven land conveyance;
From or by means of any motorboat or other
craft having a motor attached, or any sailboat,
unless the motor has been completely shut off
and/or the sails furled, and its progress there
from has ceased except in pursuit of wounded
waterfowl in the designated Sea Duck Area;
By the use or aid of live birds as decoys;
although not limited to, it shall be a viola-
tion of this paragraph for any person to take
migratory waterfowl on an area where tame
or captive live ducks or geese are present
unless such birds are and have been for a
period of 10 consecutive days prior to such
taking, confined within an enclosure which
substantially reduces the audibility of their
calls and totally conceals such birds from the
sight of wild migratory waterfowl;

By the use or aid of recorded or electrically
amplified bird calls or sounds, or recorded or
electrically amplified imitations of bird calls
or sounds. This restriction does not apply
during dates states have selected under the
Conservation Order for light geese (i.e. snow
and Ross’s geese) or those selected for the
control of resident Canada geese.

By means or aid of any motor-driven land,
water, or air conveyance, or any sailboat used
for the purpose of or resulting in the con-
centrating, driving, rallying, or stirring up of
any migratory bird;

e By the aid of baiting, or on or over any
baited area, where a person knows or rea-
sonably should know that the areais or has
been baited.

Itis legal to take migratory game birds including
waterfowl, coots, and cranes, on or over the
following lands or areas that are not otherwise
baited areas:

e Standing crops or flooded standing crops
(including aquatics);

e Standing, flooded, or manipulated natural
vegetation; flooded harvested croplands;
or lands or areas where seeds or grains
have been scattered solely as the result of
a normal agricultural planting, harvesting,
post-harvest manipulation or normal soil
stabilization practice;

e From a blind or other place of concealment
camouflaged with natural vegetation;

e From a blind or other place of concealment
camouflaged with vegetation from agricul-
tural crops, as long as such camouflaging
does not result in the exposing, depositing,
distributing or scattering of grain or other
feed; or

e Standing or flooded standing agricultural
crops where grain is inadvertently scat-
tered solely as a result of a hunter entering
or exiting a hunting area, placing decoys, or
retrieving downed birds.

No person shall kill or cripple any migratory game
bird without making a reasonable effort to re-
trieve the bird, and retain it in his actual custody,
at the place where taken or between that place
and either (a) his automobile or principal means
of land transportation; or (b) his personal abode
or temporary or transient place of lodging; or
(c) a migratory bird preservation facility; or (d)
a post office; or (€) a common carrier facility.

Non-toxic Shot

No person may take ducks, geese (includ-
ing brant), swans or coots while possessing
shot (either in shotshells or as loose shot for
blackpowder) other than approved non-toxic
shot.

Opening Day of a Season

No person on the opening day of the season
shall possess any freshly killed migratory game
birds in excess of the daily bag limit, or aggre-
gate daily bag limit, whichever applies.

Field Possession Limit

No person shall possess, have in custody, or
transport more than the daily bag limit or ag-
gregate daily bag limit, whichever applies, of
migratory game birds, tagged or not tagged, at
or between the place where taken and either
(a) his automobile or principal means of land
transportation; or (b) his personal abode or
temporary or transient place of lodging; or (c)
a migratory bird preservation facility; or (d)
a post office; or (e) a common carrier facility.

Tagging Requirement

No person shall put or leave any migratory game
birds at any place (other than at his personal
abode), or in the custody of another person for
picking, cleaning, processing, shipping, transpor-
tation, or storage (including temporary storage),
or for the purpose of having taxidermy services
performed, unless such birds have a tag at-
tached, signed by the hunter, stating his address,
the total number and species of birds, and the
date such birds were killed. Migratory game birds
being transported in any vehicle as the personal
baggage of the possessor shall not be considered
as being in storage or temporary storage.

Custody of Birds of Another

No person shall receive or have in custody any
migratory game birds belonging to another
person unless such birds are properly tagged.

Termination of Possession

Subject to all other requirements of this part,
the possession of birds taken by any hunter
shall be deemed to have ceased when such
birds have been delivered by him to another
person as a gift; or have been delivered by him
to a post office, a common carrier, or a migra-
tory bird preservation facility and consigned for
transport by the Postal Service or a common
carrier to some person other than the hunter.

Gift of Migratory Game Birds

No person may receive, possess, or give to an-
other, any freshly killed migratory game birds as
a gift, except at the personal abodes of the donor
or donee, unless such birds have a tag attached,
signed by the hunter who took the birds, stating
such hunter’s address, the total number and spe-
cies of birds and the date such birds were taken.

Transportation of Birds of Another

No person shall transport migratory game birds
belonging to another person unless such birds
are properly tagged.

Species Identification Requirement

No person shall transport within the United
States any migratory game birds, except doves
and band-tailed pigeons, unless the head or one
fully feathered wing remains attached to each
such bird at all times while being transported
from the place where taken until they have ar-
rived at the personal abode of the possessor or
a migratory bird preservation facility.

Marking Package or Container

No person shall transport by the Postal Service
or a common carrier migratory game birds un-
less the package or container in which such
birds are transported has the name and ad-
dress of the shipper and the consignee and an
accurate statement of the numbers of each
species of birds therein contained clearly and
conspicuously marked on the outside thereof.

Migratory Bird Hunting and
Conservation Stamp

The law requires that each waterfowl hunter 16
years of age and older must carry on his person
a Migratory Bird Hunting and Conservation
Stamp (Federal Duck Stamp) that is validated
by the hunter signing the stamp in ink across
the face of the stamp.

More restrictive regulations may apply to
National Wildlife Refuges opened to public hunt-
ing. For additional information on refuge-specific
regulations see fws.gov/refuges/.

Definitions

o Migratory Birds - Birds protected by fed-
eral law as a result of treaties signed with
other countries. Protected migratory birds
are listed in Title 50 Code of Federal Regu-
lations, Section. 10.13. This list includes
almost all birds found in the United States
with the exception of the house sparrow,
feral pigeon (commonly called rock dove),

European starling, Eurasian collared-dove,
mute swan, and upland game birds (which
are protected by state laws).

All migratory birds are protected. How-
ever, a subset of migratory birds classified as
migratory game birds may be hunted in ac-
cordance with state and federal regulations.
The list of migratory game birds includes
species of ducks, geese (including brant),
swans, doves and pigeons, cranes, rails,
coots, gallinules and moorhens, woodcock
and snipe, if there is an open season.
Daily bag limit - The maximum number of
migratory game birds of a single species or
combination (aggregate) of species permitted
to be taken by one person in any one day
during the open season in any one specified
geographic area for which a daily bag limit
is prescribed.

Aggregate daily bag - The maximum num-
ber of migratory game birds permitted to be
taken by one person in any one day during
the open season when such person hunts
in more than one specified geographic area
and/or for more than one species for which
a combined daily bag limit is prescribed.
The aggregate daily bag limit is equal to,
but shall not exceed, the largest daily bag
limit prescribed for any one species or for
any one specified geographic area in which
taking occurs.
Possession limit - The maximum number
of migratory game birds of a single species
or a combination of species permitted to be
possessed by any one person when lawfully
taken in the United States in any one speci-
fied geographic area for which a possession
limit is prescribed.
Aggregate possession limit - The maximum
number of migratory game birds of a single
species or combination of species taken in
the United States permitted to be possessed
by any one person when taking and pos-
session occurs in more than one specified
geographic area for which a possession limit
is prescribed. The aggregate possession limit
is equal to, but shall not exceed, the largest
possession limit prescribed for any one of
the species or specified geographic areas in
which taking and possession occurs.
Personal abode - One’s principal or ordinary
home or dwelling place, as distinguished from
one's temporary or transient place of abode
or dwelling such as a hunting club, or any club
house, cabin, tent or trailer house used as a
hunting club, or any hotel, motel or rooming
house used during a hunting, pleasure or
business trip.
Migratory bird preservation facility - means:
1. Any person who, at their residence or
place of business and for hire or other
consideration; or
2. Any taxidermist, cold-storage facility
or locker plant which, for hire or other
consideration; or
3. Any hunting club which, in the normal
course of operations; receives, possesses,

e Normal agricultural planting, harvesting,
or post-harvest manipulation - A planting
or harvesting undertaken for the purpose
of producing and gathering a crop, or ma-
nipulation after such harvest and removal
of grain, that is conducted in accordance
with official recommendations of State
Extension Specialists of the Cooperative
Extension Service of the U.S. Department
of Agriculture.
Normal agricultural operation - A normal ag-
ricultural planting, harvesting, post-harvest
manipulation, or agricultural practice that is
conducted in accordance with official recom-
mendations of State Extension Specialists of
the Cooperative Extension Service of the
U.S. Department of Agriculture.

e Normal soil stabilization practice - A plant-

ing for agricultural soil erosion control or
post-mining land reclamation conducted
in accordance with official recommenda-
tions of State Extension Specialists of the
Cooperative Extension Service of the U.S.
Department of Agriculture for agricultural
soil erosion control.

Baited area - Any area on which salt, grain,
or other feed has been placed, exposed,
deposited, distributed, or scattered, if that
salt, grain, or other feed could serve as a
lure or attraction for migratory game birds
to, on, or over areas where hunters are at-
tempting to take them. Any such area will
remain a baited area for 10 days following
the complete removal of all such salt, grain,
or other feed.

Baiting - The direct or indirect placing, ex-
posing, depositing, distributing, or scattering
of salt, grain, or other feed that could serve

as a lure or attraction for migratory game
birds to, on, or over any areas where hunters
are attempting to take them.

Manipulation - The alteration of natural veg-
etation or agricultural crops by activities that
include but are not limited to mowing, shred-
ding, discing, rolling, chopping, trampling,
flattening, burning, or herbicide treatments.
The term manipulation does not include the
distributing or scattering of grain, seed, or
other feed after removal from or storage on
the field where grown.

Natural vegetation - Any non-agricultural,
native, or naturalized plant species that
grows at a site in response to planting or
from existing seeds or other propagules.
The term natural vegetation does not in-
clude planted millet. However, planted millet
that grows on its own in subsequent years
after the year of planting is considered natu-
ral vegetation.

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Game Lands

INFORMATION

Some 2,000,000 acres of public and private
lands in North Carolina are managed by the
Wildlife Resources Commission for public
hunting, trapping and inland fishing. They are
designated collectively as “game lands.” Hunting
on the Roanoke River National Wildlife Refuge
is managed by the U.S. Fish & Wildlife Service
and the N.C. Wildlife Resources Commission
through a joint venture. Additional regulations
apply to the Roanoke River National Wildlife
Refuge. Individual maps are available online at
ncpaws.org/ncwrcmaps/gamelands.

Game Lands License

The use of game lands is now included with most
annual and lifetime hunting, fishing, and trapping
licenses. Please see the list of license privileges
beginning on page 18 for more information.

Training dogs using wildlife on any game land
or participating in field trials using wildlife on
any game land either requires the Game Lands
License or a valid license that authorizes the
use of the game lands. The Game Lands License
is required to horseback ride on certain game
lands (please see page 88 for rules specific to
each game land).

For commission-sanctioned field trials using
wildlife scheduled on game lands by the Wildlife
Resources Commission, judges are exempt and
active participants (defined as anyone who
handles a dog or uses a firearm) in possession
of hunting licenses from their own states may
participate without the license. For any other
game land field trial using wildlife, both judges
and active participants must possess a game
lands license or other North Carolina license
which conveys the game land use privilege.
Persons who are only observing at field trials
do not need any license.

Game Lands Hunting Seasons

Unless otherwise indicated for a particular
game land, game animal and game bird seasons
are the same as the private land surrounding
the game land. Unless otherwise provided by
permit, hunting is allowed on game lands only
during the open seasons for game animals and
game birds and is restricted to weapons lawful
for open game animal or game bird seasons.

Game Lands Restrictions

Waterfowl Hunting

o On waterfowl impoundments with a posted
perimeter boundary, it is unlawful on the
legal hunting days for hunters to be within
the posted impoundment area before 4 a.m.,
and hunting is prohibited after 1 p.m.; decoys
may not be set out prior to 4 a.m. and must
be removed by 3 p.m. each day. On desig-
nated youth waterfowl days occurring after
the end of the regular waterfowl seasons,
youth under age 18 may hunt in these game
lands impoundments until sunset (all other
restrictions still apply). At all other times,
youth are individuals under 18 years of age
when hunting on game lands.

o Waterfowl blinds may be constructed on
most game lands; however, they become
public property and can be used by anyone
on a first-come, first-served basis.

e Blinds on areas not owned by the state must
be removed after the hunting season; and on
some game lands, the property owners may
prohibit construction of permanent hunting
blinds by posting a sign at the entrances
stating such restrictions.

e |tis unlawful to hunt in or within 100 yards
of a designated Disabled Sportsman’s Water-
fowl Blind during the waterfowl season, ex-

cept by a disabled access permit holder and
his or her permitted companion or holders of
applicable disabled waterfowl hunt permits.

e |t is unlawful to hunt with or have in pos-
session any shotgun shell containing lead
or toxic shot while hunting on any posted
waterfowl impoundment on any game land,
except shotgun shells containing lead buck-
shot may be used while deer hunting.

e |t is unlawful to operate internal combus-
tion engine-powered vessels or vehicles on
posted waterfowl impoundments.

o |f a waterfowl impoundment has a posted
scouting-only zone, all activities except hunt-
ing and trapping are restricted to that zone
from November 1 to March 15.

o When open days for waterfowl! include
Christmas and New Year’s Day and those
days fall on Sundays, the open waterfowl
hunting day is the following Monday.

Prohibited on Sundays

e Hunting with a firearm between 9:30 AM
and 12:30 PM.

e The use of a firearm to take deer that are
run or chased by dogs.

e Hunting with a firearm within 500 yards of
a place of religious worship, as defined by
G.S. 14-54.1(b), or any accessory structure
thereof.

e Hunting migratory game birds.

Vehicle Usage

e Driving a motorized vehicle licensed for high-
way use is allowed only on those roads con-
structed, maintained and open for vehicular
travel and those trails posted for vehicular
use. This does not apply to participants in
scheduled bird dog field trials held on the
Sandhills Game Land.

e Operation of any motorized land vehicle,
including AT Vs, not licensed for highway use
is prohibited, except as otherwise expressly
allowed. This does not apply to those areas
specifically designated in national forests
for unlicensed vehicle use.

e Onthose game lands or parts thereof specifi-
cally listed under the Disabled Access Program
(page 94), persons holding a Disabled Veteran
or Totally Disabled License, a Disabled Sports-
man Hunt Certification, or a Disabled Access
Permit may operate vehicles, including ATVs
and all-terrain wheelchairs on:

» any Wildlife Resources Commission-
maintained road open for vehicular travel;

» those trails posted for vehicular travel;

» ungated and open-gated roads otherwise
closed to vehicular traffic.

e |t is unlawful to block traffic or gates or
otherwise prevent vehicles from using
any roadway.
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e On roads posted as “limited access” motor-

ized vehicles are prohibited from 10 p.m.
to 5 a.m. during the months of June, July
and August.

Weapons
e |tis unlawful to discharge any weapon:

» from a vehicle,

» within 150 yards of any residence located
on or adjacent to game lands,

» within 150 yards of any game lands build-
ing or game lands camping area (unless
otherwise posted).

The 150-yard provision of this rule does not

apply to the use of archery equipment on

Butner-Falls of Neuse and Jordan game lands.

Firearms may be carried openly, or concealed

with a valid concealed handgun permit, at any

time on game lands, except for the game lands
noted in this section. Hunting is allowed ONLY
during the open seasons on game birds and
game animals. On Buckhorn, Chatham, Harris,

Hyco, Lee, Mayo, and Sutton Lake game lands,

and Pee Dee River Game Land north of U.S. 74,

and that portion of R. Wayne Bailey-Caswell

Game Land that is located north of U.S. 158

and east of N.C. 119 during closed seasons and

closed hunting days on game birds (waterfowl,
doves, woodcock, snipe, rails, gallinules, moor-
hens, coots, grouse, pheasant, quail, turkey) and
game animals (deer, bear, fox, rabbits, squirrels,
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bobcats, opossum, raccoon), it is unlawful to

possess any firearm readily available for use.

During that time in which fox season is the only

open season for a game animal, it is also unlaw-

ful to possess these weapons. However, per-
sons may possess a firearm during the closed
season on these game lands if:

» it is cased or not immediately available
for use;

» itisused by persons participating in field
trials on field trial areas;

» itis possessed in designated camping ar-
eas for defense of persons and property;

» orifitisa.22-caliber pistol with a barrel,
not greater than 7.5 inches in length and
shooting only short, long or long rifle am-
munition, carried as a side arm.

In accordance with Code of Federal Regu-

lations, the possession of loaded firearms,

ammunition, loaded projectile firing devices,
bows and arrows, crossbows, or other weap-
onsis prohibited on Butner-Falls of Neuse, Jor-
dan, Kerr Scott, and Vance game lands unless:

» in the possession of a Federal, state or
local law enforcement officer;

» being used for hunting or fishing, with de-
vices being unloaded when transported to,
from or between hunting and fishing sites;

» beingused at authorized shooting ranges; or

» written permission has been received from
the District Commander.

Gamelands INFORMATION

o Where prohibited, target shooting is defined

as the discharge of a firearm for purposes
other than hunting, trapping or self-defense.

Training, Hunting, and Recreating with Dogs
e Except for authorized field trials, dogs may

not be trained or allowed to run unleashed
from April 1 through August 15 on any game
land located west of 1-95 and from March
15 through June 15 east of I-95.

On game lands west of 1-95, dogs also may
not be trained or allowed to run unleashed
during daylight hours on dates when special
hunts are scheduled for the Disabled Sports-
man Program. Additional restrictions apply
to some designated bear management areas
and game lands.

Designated Bear Management Areas
e |t is unlawful to hunt bear on a designated

bear management area, except by permit
where allowed. (See page 62.)

Dogs may not be used to pursue bear, except
during permit hunts that allow hunting bear
with dogs.

It is unlawful to take feral swine on desig-
nated bear management areas except during
the deer archery season, deer blackpowder
season, deer gun season and any small game
season using only weapons and manner of
take prescribed for that hunting season.

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Dogs may not be used to take feral swine.
Dogs shall not be trained or allowed to run
unleashed between March 1 and the Monday
on or nearest October 15 on designated bear
management areas located in and west of
the counties and parts of counties in Ala-
mance County south of -85, Orange County
south of [-85, Chatham County, Lee County,
Wake County south of N.C. 98; and in and
west of Rockingham, Guilford, Randolph,
and Montgomery Counties and that part of
Anson County west of N.C. 742.

Posted Zones on Game Lands

Safety Zone - unlawful to hunt or discharge
a weapon. Falconry is allowed.

Restricted Zone - no entry without a permit.
Temporary Restricted Zone - no entry with-
out a permit.

Archery Zone - bow-and-arrow hunting and
falconry only. On such areas, antlered or ant-
lerless deer may be taken on all open days
of any applicable open deer season. Hunting
with dogs prohibited.

Restricted Firearms Zones - unlawful to
hunt with a centerfire rifle.

Scouting-only Zone - unlawful to discharge
firearms or bow and arrow.

Restricted Deer Hunting Zone - use of dogs
for taking deer prohibited without a permit.
Day Use Only Zone - all public use prohib-
ited between sunset and sunrise.

Sensitive Habitat Zone - all public use pro-
hibited within specified dates without prior
written approval. "Emergency Closures and
Waivers” 15 NCAC 10A .1102.

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Removal of Plants, Animals

and Other Materials

Other materials includes: all metals, minerals,
rocks, soil, organic debris, buildings, fences,
archaeological resources as defined in G.S.
70-12, and water.

Only the following plants, animals and ma-

terials may be possessed on or removed from
game lands:

Wildlife, birds or fish legally taken under a valid
hunting, trapping, fishing or falconry license
Small amount of edible plants or plant parts
for personal consumption, except any plants
on a state or federal protected list.
Insects, worms or other invertebrates col-
lected as fish bait for personal use, except
any on a state or federal protected list. Any
fish bait collected may not be sold.

Small amounts of animal parts, plant parts
not removed from live plants, dirt, rocks and
water. These items may not be collected for
commercial purposes or sale.

Firewood for use while camping on a game land.
Litter and road kill animals, except when
specifically prohibited.

Bullfrogs may be taken from April 1 - August
31 with avalid license (Game Land, hunting,
fishing, etc.) that allows access to and the use
of Wildlife Resources Commission property.
To possess or remove any other plants, ani-
mals and materials requires written permis-
sion that must be carried on their person at
all times. This includes, but is not limited
to, firewood to be taken off the game land,
pine straw, ginseng, venus fly-trap, snakes,
lizards, turtles, frogs, salamanders, all metals,
minerals, rocks, soil, organic debris, buildings,
fences, archaeological resources as defined
in G.S. 70-12, and water.

Other Restrictions

Disabled sportsman blinds are for use by
those individuals who possess a Disabled Vet-
eran or Totally Disabled License or a Disabled
Sportsman Hunt Certification, in addition to
avalid hunting license and their companions
on a first-come basis during nonpermit, open
hunting days, except for the Restricted Area
of R. Wayne Bailey-Caswell Game Land. Dur-
ing permit hunts, the Commission will desig-
nate use of disabled sportsman blinds.

Use of game lands for purposes other than
hunting, trapping and fishing is subject to
the control of the landowners.

Itis unlawful to release ANY bird or animal,
except hunting dogs and raptors, on game
lands without written authorization from the
Wildlife Resources Commission.

It is unlawful to hunt while under the influ-
ence of alcohol or any narcotic drug.

Itis unlawful to litter or dispose of refuse, ex-
ceptinreceptacles provided for the purpose.
Attempting to obscure the sex or age of any
bird or animal taken by severing the head or
any other part thereof, or possess any bird or
animal that has been so mutilated is prohibited.

Placing bait on game lands is prohibited
without written authorization except when
allowed for trapping.

Game birds or game animals may not be
taken with the aid of bait.

It is unlawful to erect or to occupy for the
purpose of hunting, any tree stand or plat-
form attached by nails, screws, bolts or wire
to atree on any game land designated herein.
This prohibition shall not apply to lag-screw
steps or portable stands that are removed
after use with no metal left remaining in or
attached to the tree.

It is unlawful to camp on game lands, ex-
cept on an area posted by the landowner
for camping, or to camp on those U.S. For-
est Service lands that have been closed by
posted order of the U.S. Forest Service. See
the individual game lands listings beginning
on page 88 for further restrictions.

On game lands where the Wildlife Resources
Commission is the primary custodian, the
maximum period of consecutive overnight
camping at any designated campground is 14
days within any 30-day period. A game land
license is required for all campers 16 years of
age and older who do not hold a valid hunting,
trapping or fishing license. After 14 consecu-
tive days of camping during this period, all
personal belongings must be removed from
the game land.

Raccoon and opossum hunting may continue
until 7 a.m. on Tuesdays and Thursdays on
three-day-per-week game lands, until 7 am
on Mondays, Wednesdays, and Fridays on
four-day-per week game lands, and until 12
midnight on Saturdays on six-day-per-week
game lands.

U.S. Forest Service, U.S. Fish & Wildlife Ser-
vice and U.S. Corps of Engineers regulations
prohibit permanent structures (including per-
manent duck blinds and permanent deer
stands) on all lands under their management.
A permit is needed to enter Hunting Creek
Swamp in Davie County.

From one-half hour before sunrise until one-
half hour after sunset, properly licensed
hunters may take feral swine on game lands
during the open season for any game animal
and game bird using any legal manner of
take allowed during those open game sea-
sons. Dogs may be used for hunting feral
swine only on those game lands where the
use of dogs is allowed for hunting deer or
bear and only during the open applicable
deer or bear season.

Coyote hunting on game lands in Beaufort,
Dare, Hyde, Tyrrell and Washington coun-
ties is limited to permit hunts administered
through the Permit Hunting Opportunities
Program. Elsewhere on game lands, from
one-half hour before sunrise until one-half
hour after sunset, coyotes may be taken by
properly licensed hunters during any open
season for taking game animals and game
birds using weapons that are lawful for the
open game animal or game bird seasons.

Please note: Major regulation changes appear in RED



e From one-half hour after sunset until one-
half hour before sunrise, hunting feral swine
and coyotes on game lands is limited to per-
mit hunts administered through the Permit
Hunting Opportunities Program.

e Public nudity on any game land is prohibited.

e Itisunlawful to use, enter, or remain on WRC
property that is posted as closed.

Trapping on Game Lands

Trapping armadillo, beaver, bobcat, coyote,
groundhog, mink, muskrat, nutria, opossum,
otter, raccoon, skunk and weasel is permitted
on game lands during the open season for that
species (see page 52). Foxes can be trapped on
game lands during the regulated trapping season
from November 1 to the end of February in
counties with a local law authorizing fox trap-
ping in that county. Additionally, fox trapping is
allowed on game lands in Clay, Graham, Hender-
son, Macon and Tyrrell counties with a daily bag
limit of 2 and season bag limit of 10 from the 1st
to the 4th Saturday in January. Foxes may not be
taken by trapping on game lands in counties with
a closed fox trapping season or during any fox
trapping season that occurs outside the dates
of November 1 through the end of February.
Thereis a closed trapping season on game lands
from April 1 through September 30. Trapping
must be in accordance with trapping regula-
tions. Posted “Safety,” “Temporary Restricted”
and “Restricted” zones and the regulated areas
listed below are closed to trapping:

e Hunting Creek Swamp Waterfowl Refuge,
Davie Co.
e J. Robert Gordon Sandhills Field Trial Area

A permit is required to trap on any game land
designated as a permit-only area.

Bait may not be used on the national for-
est lands bounded by the Blue Ridge Parkway
on the south, U.S. 276 on the north and east,
and N.C. 215 on the west. At each trap, trap-
pers may use a single bait site of grain, fruit,
or other foods when trapping if the food is not
a processed food product, is less than 3 cubic
inches, and is completely covered to prevent
it from being seen from above. Feathers (in-
cluding those with attached skin or entire bird
wings), hair (with or without skin or hide), and
bones that include no attached meat, organs,
or viscera do not need to be covered.

Processed food products are any food sub-
stance or flavoring that has been modified
by the addition of ingredients or by treat-
ment to modify its chemical composition or
form or to enhance its aroma or taste. This
includes: food products modified by sugar,
honey, syrups, oils, salts, spices, peanut but-
ter, grease, meat,bones, or blood; candies,
pastries, gum, and sugar blocks; and extracts
of such products.

Youth Waterfowl Days
No special permit will be required for youth to
hunt waterfowl on any game land or game land

impoundment, including permit-only areas on
those days officially designated as “Youth Wa-
terfowl Days,” unless specified for an individual
game land that waterfowl hunting on Youth
Waterfowl Days is by permit only.

Veterans/Military Waterfowl Days

On designated Veterans/Military Waterfowl
Days, veterans (as defined in section 101 of
title 38, United States Code) and members of
the Armed Forces on active duty, including
members of the National Guard and Reserves
on active duty (other than for training), with
valid credentials may hunt on game lands and
impoundments not designated as permit-only
areas from % hour before sunrise to sunset.

Waterfowl Management Areas

On those areas established by the Wildlife
Resources Commission for either waterfowl
restoration or waterfowl resting and feeding,
and posted as waterfowl management areas, it
is unlawful to hunt or harass waterfowl.

Field-Trial Facilities

Field trials may be scheduled on the J. Robert
Gordon Sandhills “Field Trial Area” by applica-
tion in advance, accompanied by the appropri-
ate facility use fee. No person or group shall
use these facilities without having obtained
specific written approval from an authorized
agent of the Wildlife Resources Commission.

Shooting Ranges
Commission-managed shooting ranges are
available for the purpose of firearm marks-
manship and development of shooting skills.
Days and hours of operation may vary and are
posted at the entrance to each range. Persons
using a shooting range shall obey posted range
safety rules. Those persons who violate range
safety rules or create a public safety hazard
may be directed by law enforcement officers
or Commission employees to leave the range.
Currently the Commission manages the fol-
lowing shooting ranges:

e Wayne E. Smith Shooting Range on Cold
Mountain Game Land.

o Flintlock Valley Shooting Range on Uwharrie
Game Land.

e John F. Lentz Hunter Education Complex on
Sandhills Game Land.

e Caswell Shooting Range on R. Wayne Bailey-
Caswell Game Land.

o Holly Shelter Shooting Range on Holly Shel-
ter Game Land.

e Odom Shooting Range in Northampton
County.

o Wake County Shooting Range.

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Disabled Access
and Opportunities

The Wildlife Resources Commission has es-
tablished increased access and opportuni-
ties for persons with disabilities to enjoy the
State’s wildlife resources. A brief description
and the qualifications for each program are
provided below.

Disabled Access Program

The Disabled Access Program is designed to
generally improve access for persons with
disabilities on game lands where landowners
agree. The Disabled Access Permit authorizes
individuals with limited physical mobility to
operate vehicles, including ATVs, on any Com-
mission maintained road open for vehicular
travel, those trails posted for vehicular travel
and on open-gated or ungated roads otherwise
closed to vehicular traffic on certain game
lands; and to have access to special waterfowl
hunting blinds designed for hunters with dis-
abilities. See table for a list of game lands or
designated areas within a game land for which
this permit is valid.

The disabled hunter will be issued a companion
and vehicle access card. One companion may
accompany the disabled hunter, provided that
individual possesses the companion card. This
permit is valid as long as the qualifying disability
persists. This permit is not a license. It does not
authorize hunting, fishing, or trapping activities.
There is no fee associated with this permit.

Qualifications

Competent medical evidence must be submit-
ted indicating that a disability exists that limits
physical mobility, to the extent that normal utili-
zation of the game lands is not possible without
vehicular assistance.

Within the national forests in North Carolina,
off highway vehicles (OHVs) are permitted only
on designated routes. For more information
about areas managed by the U.S. Forest Service,
including the Nantahala, Pisgah, Croatan and
Uwharrie National Forests, visit fs.usda.gov/
activity/nfsnc/recreation/ohv.

Disabled Hunting Blinds

Disabled hunting blinds are available at several
game lands throughout the state on a first-come
first-served basis or through the Permit Hunt
Opportunities. The blinds are enclosed 8x8 foot
wooden structures with shooting windows and
shooting shelves (rails) on three sides, designed
specifically for wheelchair use. The fourth side
of the blind has an ADA compliant door and
ramp for easy entry and exit.

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portunities. This certification is only necessary
when the applicant does not possess a lifetime
disabled veteran or totally disabled license. This
certification is not a license; therefore, a valid
hunting license, in addition to the hunt permit,
is required when participating in a disabled hunt
opportunity. There is no fee for this certification.

Qualifications
Medical certification in one of the following
disabilities:

e Missing fifty percent (50 percent) or more of
one or more limbs, whether by amputation
or natural causes;

e Paralysis of one or more limbs;

e Dysfunction of one or more limbs rendering
the individual unable to perform the task
of grasping and lifting with the hands and
arms or unable to walk without mechanical
assistance, other than a cane;

e Disease, injury or impairment confining the
individual to a wheelchair, walker or crutches;

o Legal deafness.

This certification shall remain valid as long as
the qualifying disability persists.

Disabled Permit Hunts

The Commission has a three-tier permit hunting
system for hunters with disabilities designed to
offer a variety of opportunities with different
levels of support.

Tier I hunts are those on game lands where ar-
eas and access have been designated for hunt-
ers with disabilities. These hunts are not a part
of the Permit Hunting Opportunities Program
and do not require a special hunt permit, but
may require a Disabled Access Permit.

Tier Il hunts are those on game lands and ref-
uges that are included in the Permit Hunting
Opportunities Program and allow managed
participation for hunters with disabilities and
their companion in order to provide unique
hunting opportunities. A permit is required for
these hunts. Some may have designated blinds.

Tier lll hunts are Commission-facilitated and as-
sisted hunts located on a game land within each
region. These hunts offer managed participa-
tion for hunters with disabilities and their com-
panion in areas where blinds are provided and
offer a unique hunting opportunity. A permit
and orientation are required for these hunts.

To qualify for a disabled hunt permit, individu-
als must possess at least one of the following:

e Disabled Veteran License

e Totally Disabled License

e Disabled Sportsman Hunt Certification and
valid hunting license

North Carolina Inland Fishing, Hunting & Trapping Regulations

Applicants will be charged a $10 nonrefundable
administrative fee that covers all disabled hunts
applied for in one transaction.

e Unless otherwise stated, permit holders
may bring a companion to assist and hunt.
The companion must carry the companion
card received with the permit and must hunt
alongside the permit holder at all times.
There is no fee or application required for
the companion. Companions may not apply
for disabled hunts individually.

e On multiple day hunts, the companion may
be different for each hunt day as long as they
have the companion card.

o [forientationis required, the disabled hunter
must attend in order for the permit to be valid.

Huntmaster Units
The Commission has 10 Huntmaster mobile
hunting and wildlife viewing blinds that can be
set up by one individual for hunting or wildlife
watching activities. Huntmasters feature all-steel
heavy-duty construction throughout. A fail-safe
hydraulic system is powered by a solar-powered,
12v deep-cycle battery. Set-up features include
four rugged, steel-beam outriggers, each with
adjustable stabilizers. The Huntmaster has a
6x6-foot interior and can lift up to 750 pounds
to 20 feet, providing a great vantage point and
reducing the element of human scent.
Through partnership with N.C. Handicapped
Sportsman, the Commission offers 10 Hunt-
master mobile hunting and wildlife viewing
blinds across the state that may be reserved
for organized wildlife recreation events. Ap-
plications require the name and contact infor-
mation of the organization holding the event.
The Huntmaster may also be reserved for use
at expos or other special events to promote
hunting and wildlife viewing opportunities for
disabled North Carolinians. For more informa-
tion visit: ncwildlife.org/disabledaccess.

Track Chairs
To provide opportunity to individuals with lim-
ited mobility to experience and enjoy wildlife-
associated recreation, the WRC, with the help
of generous donors like the N.C. Legislative
Sportsmen’s Caucus, offers nine Action Track-
chairs® (Model ST20) across the state.
Trackchairs are available on a first-come,
first-reserved basis at no cost. Trackchairs are
equipped with rubberized tracks and two 12-
volt batteries, allowing the user to overcome
many types of terrain for up to five hours or
seven miles. Each one is outfitted with a fishing
rod and long gun holder, but can be used for
hunting, fishing, shooting, wildlife-watching,
birding, and many other outdoor activities.
Each Trackchair is stored in an enclosed
tow-behind trailer and may be checked-out
by the user or their companion (companions are
required for users under 18 years of age) and
used across North Carolina. Trackchairs can be
used on open game lands and other accessible
and open public and private land. Always verify
accessibility prior to your trip by contacting
the appropriate management organization or
landowner. For more information and to reserve
a Trackchair, visit ncwildlife.org/disabledaccess.

Shooting Ranges

The Commission manages seven ADA compli-
ant, public shooting ranges across the state.
Each range has handicapped parking, paved
sidewalk access, and at least one shoot-
ing bench set to ADA height standards for
wheelchair users.

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Local Laws
AND INFORMATION

Some local county-by-county legislation also
pertains to hunting, inland fishing and trap-
ping activities in North Carolina. Following is
a county-by-county listing of acts that might
not violate the general laws and regulations, but
that are prohibited by local legislation passed
by the General Assembly. These laws do not
reflect actions taken by the General Assembly
after publication of this document.

Fox Hunting and Trapping

Fox hunting and trapping seasons, bag limits
and restrictions vary by county in North Caro-
lina. Some counties do not allow fox hunting or
trapping at all, some allow only hunting. Before
taking a fox, sportsmen should read the law for
that county in the “Fox Seasons Hunting and
Trapping Laws” publication available at ncwild-
life.org/FoxSeasons or by calling 919-707-0050.

Hunting and Trapping

The following is unlawful in
the counties indicated:

Alamance

e Hunt any wildlife with a firearm from the
right-of-way of a public road.

e Huntadeer or fox by use of dogs at any time.

e Unlawful to enter upon private lands of an-
other to hunt or fish or with the intent to hunt
or fish without the written permission of the
owner or leasee.

o Unlawful to hunt on another’s land without
having, on the person, written permission signed
and dated by the owner, lessee, or club president
(if applicable). Permission is good for one year
unless otherwise stated. During the gun deer
season, allowing a dog under one’s ownership,
possession, or control to run upon or across
another’s land constitutes hunting thereon.

e Hunt on, from or across any public road.

e Discharge a firearm from the right-of-way of
a state-numbered road for the purpose of
taking big game animals. This does not apply
to those portions along N.C. 105 bordered
on both sides by game lands.

Mecklenburg

e Hunt deer with any rifle, except that a
blackpowder rifle may be used during the
primitive-weapons season.

e Hunt with a firearm from a public road or
highway right-of-way.

Mitchell

e Hunt, take or kill any wild bird or wild animal
except bear or boar with a firearm from, on
or across a public road right-of-way.

Moore

e In Sandhill and Mineral Springs townships: (1)
hunt any game animal on another’s land with-
out possession of written permission of the
owner or lessee; (2) hunt with a rifle of greater
than .22 rimfire caliber or capable of firing
.22 centerfire ammunition (ie. .223, .22-250,
.222 etc are not legal firearms under this law),

except that a blackpowder rifle may be used
when positioned at least eight feet above
the ground. Please refer to township maps
for Moore County on County GIS website.

e Discharge a firearm from, onto or across a
public road.

e Hunt deer with a rifle, except from a stand
at least six feet above the ground.

e |t is unlawful to hunt on OR discharge any
rifle on or across the right-of-way of any road.

e Hunt on the land of another without written
permission from the owner or lessee.

New Hanover
e Hunta fox with dogs in Federal Point town-
ship south of the Intracoastal Waterway.

Northampton

o Take deer with the aid of a boat in or within 100
yards of the Roanoke River below U.S. 301.

e Hunt, take or kill any wild animal or wild
bird with a firearm on, from or across the
right-of-way of any public road or highway.

e Discharge a rifle larger than .22-caliber on
another’s land or from the right-of-way of a
public road across such land without writ-
ten permission of the owner or lessee and
unless positioned at least eight feet above
the ground. (This section does not apply to
property owned or managed by the N.C.
Wildlife Resources Commission.)

e Possess a firearm on a motor-propelled ves-
sel (except an outboard with the motor re-
moved and stored) on Meherrin River during
the open deer season.

e |t's unlawful to leave any unattended or un-
occupied equipment used for the taking of
waterfowl on Roanoke Rapids Lake prior to
04:00 AM each day. All unattended or un-
occupied equipment must be removed two
hours after sunset each day unless remaining
on the shoreline or attached to a dock as
authorized by the landowner.

Onslow

e Hunt any wild animal or bird from the right-
of-way of any public road without written
permission of the owner or lessee of the land
that abuts the road.

e Hunt deer from a public road.

e Hunt with firearms from the right-of-way
of a public road.

e Hunt or fish on the land of another without
having on one’s person, written permission,
signed and dated for the current hunting
season, by the landowner or lessee.

of alcohol or other impairing substances.

Pamlico

o Take migratory waterfowl within 500 yards
of another’s permanent hunting location
without permission of the landholder upon
whose land the waterfowl is taken.

e Hunt bear with dogs.

o Take any wild animal or wild bird from or across
the right-of-way of N.C. 55 and N.C. 306.

Pasquotank

e Use afirearm carelessly and heedlessly, so as
to endanger or be likely to endanger any per-
son or property, or any discharge of a firearm
that results in a projectile crossing the proper-
ty of another person without their permission.

e Discharge a centerfire rifle on another’s land,
or on oracross such land from a public road,
without having in possession written permis-
sion of the owner or lessee.

e To have possession of a loaded shotgun or
centerfire rifle while on the right-of-way of
any public road or highway while outside the
confines of the passenger area of a vehicle,
without the written permission of the owner or
lessee of the land that abuts the road or high-
way. To have possession of a loaded shotgun
or centerfire rifle while on the traveled surface
of any public road or highway when outside
the confines of the passenger area of a vehicle.

e To hunt, take or kill any bird or game animal
from or on the right-of-way of any public
road or highway, without first securing the
written permission of the owner or lessee
of the land that abuts the road or highway.

e Hunt with a centerfire rifle except from
a platform which raises the lower level of
the barrel to a minimum of eight feet above
ground level. For the purposes of this section,
the term “hunt” has the same meaning as “to
hunt” as specified in G.S. 113-130.

Pender

o Take deer with the aid of a boat or floating
device in or within 100 yards of the Black
River, Long Creek, Morgan Creek or Turkey
Creek between N.C. 210 and the Northeast
Cape Fear River.

e Discharge a firearm while hunting from the
right-of-way of a state-maintained road onto
or across any adjoining land without permis-
sion of the owner.

Perquimans

e Take a wild animal or bird in Snug Harbor
subdivision in Bethel Township or in Long-
beach Estates.

e Hunt from the right-of-way of a public road.

Richmond

o Take deer with dogs west of Little River and
that portion east of Little River, bounded by
N.C. 73 to the north, by Hough Road to the
east and by Grassy Island Road to the south.

e Hunt deer from a public road.

e Hunt with firearms from the right-of-way of
any public road north of U.S. 74 and west
of U.S. 220.

e Discharge a firearm or bow and arrow or
attempt to discharge a firearm or bow and
arrow, from, on, across or over the road-
way or right-of-way of any public road. For
purposes of this section, the term “public
road” does not include any unpaved roads
within the Wildlife Resources Commission’s
Sandhills Game Land.

e Hunt deer from or through the use of any
boat or other floating device.

obtaining permission of the landowner or
lessee of the land abutting the road.

e Hunt with the use of a centerfire rifle or any
firearm capable of firing a centerfire pro-
jectile, unless the person is positioned in a
stationary and elevated position at least 10
feet above the ground.

e Possess aloaded shotgun or rifle, or discharge
any firearm, from, onto or across the right-
of-way of a primary or secondary highway,
except by an owner of land adjoining a sec-
ondary road or a person with an owner’s writ-
ten permission to hunt on such adjoining land.

e Hunt on land of another without written
permission from the owner or lessee dated
within one year.

o The flashing or display of any artificial light
from or attached to a motor-driven con-
veyance or from any means of conveyance
attached to a motor-driven conveyance,
between 30 minutes after sunset and 30
minutes before sunrise, in any area that is
frequented or inhabited by wild game.

SHOOTERS & HUNTERS:
HELP PREVENT WILDFIRES.

he target shooting and hunting
I community prides itself on being safe
and responsible with firearms in all
situations—from using them outdoors to storing
them safely at home. Sometimes, however,
unusual conditions such as extremely dry

environments require an extra level of awareness
and safety on the part of shooters.

Wildfires have many possible causes. The National
Shooting Sports Foundation, the trade association
for the firearms and ammunition industry, reminds
all shooters that during dry and hot weather
conditions their use of certain ammunition and
targets could accidentally ignite a wildfire. NSSF
reminds all target shooters and hunters, as well

as other outdoor enthusiasts, to consider the
potential consequences of their activities in fire-
prone environments.

('Make it a point to know the )
regulations and rules related to
shooting in areas experiencing dry
and hot conditions, whether on public
or private land or at shooting ranges.
Many national forests, for example, do
not allow recreational shooting when
fire restrictions are in effect.

Consider the type of ammunition and
targets you are using. Minimize the

risk of fires by not using steeljacketed
ammunition, ammunition with steel-core
components, tracer rounds or exploding
targets in fire-prone areas.

Remember that equipment, such as
cars and ATVs, can have extremely
hot exhaust systems that could
ignite dry vegetation, so park only in
designated areas.

Extinguish and dispose of smoking
materials safely.

Follow guidelines to extinguish
campfires.

* Warn others of potential dangers and
behaviors for starting wildfires.

Report any wildfire you see to
authorities.

* Spread this message to other target
\shooters, hunters and outdoor enthusiasts.
