1. On the posted waterfowl impoundments, a special permit is required for waterfowl hunting after November 1. Prior to November
1, hunting is allowed only on Mondays, Wednesday and Saturdays of the applicable waterfowl season.
2. Waterfowl may be taken only on Mondays, Wednesdays and Saturdays; on Thanksgiving, Christmas and New Year’s days; and
on the opening and closing days of the applicable waterfowl season.
3. After November 15t a permit is required for all waterfowl hunting. Prior to November 1, hunting is allowed only on Tuesdays,
Thursdays and Saturdays; and on the opening and closing days of the applicable waterfowl seasons.
4. Waterfowl may be taken only on Tuesdays, Thursdays and Saturdays, Christmas, Martin Luther King Jr. and New Year’s days,
and on the opening and closing days of the applicable waterfowl seasons.
5. A permitis required at all times.
